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The commencement of Russia-Ukraine
war has orchestrated a complicated
turn in Kazakhstan's multi-vector for-
eign policy strategy. Among the most
evident issues, including the influx
of migrants from Russia, economic
issues, and fear of secondary sanc-
tions, there are more far-reaching
implications that the ongoing con-
flict presents for the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan. One of these implications
concerns how the Middle Corridor
(MQ) is set up to replace the North-
ern Corridor (NC), which might have
added to Kazakhstan's diversification
attempts. This paper sets up the goal
of providing an analysis of how the
rather turbulent regional dynam-
ic has altered the level of regional
engagement, and more specifically,
Kazakhstan's, with the Northern and
Middle Corridors.

China’s President Xi Jinping's an-
nouncement of the Belt and Road
Initiative (BRI) in 2013 in Astana has
brought about a myriad of opportu-
nities for Kazakhstan to diversify its
economy away from its long-stand-
ing economic overdependence on
Russia. The BRI - without resorting
to a lengthy discussion on how the
disillusionment with the "Washington
Consensus’ brought back the ‘good
old" mercantilism, which eventually
gave birth to 'neo-mercantilism with

Chinese characteristics’ - is a strategy of Chi-
nese investments and joint ventures consis-
tent of two primary parts: a ‘Silk Road Eco-
nomic Belt’ (SREB) and a 'Maritime Silk Road’
(MSR) (Beeson, 2018; Collins and O’Brien,
2023). As the name suggests, the goal of
SREB is to rejuvenate the old connections be-
tween South and Central Asia and link them
to China and ultimately to Europe. In turn, the
design of the MSR focuses on integrating the
maritime states of Southeast and South Asia
both between each other and with overseas
markets.

The former constitutes a great interest for Ka-
zakhstan as it entails the creation of an inte-
grated network of ports, railways, and roads
—all necessary infrastructure for the continu-
ing development of Kazakhstan's economy
and its diversification aspirations. The nature
of the BRI is conducive to a rise of concerns
on whether its ‘win-win’ rhetoric does indeed
suggest the mutual benefits of infrastructural
projects and other kinds of direct investment
for other states. On paper, the BRI offers an
unparalleled level of economic assistance
manifested through infrastructural and in-
dustrial projects, direct investments of vari-
ous sorts, and an increase in trade. In reali-
ty, however, China's motives seem to be less
other-oriented, and as some claim, advance
a zero-sum game (Collins and O’'Brien, 2023).

For Kazakhstan, it is indeed a risk to be reck-
oned with, yet the very nature of the country’s
multi-vector foreign policy approach implies
a necessity to advance BRI's goals. President
of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev and
the first President of Kazakhstan Nursultan
Nazarbayev before him sought to preserve

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a delicate balance between regional
power exemplified by Russia and Chi-
na, and more recently the European
Union (EU) and the United States of
America (USA). BRI, to some extent,
offers tools for Kazakhstan to main-
tain such a balance without depend-
ing too much on any actors on the
regional map (Vanderhill et al., 2020).

The BRI was initially perceived to be
a way for Kazakhstan to solve its oil
processing issues, i.e., Kazakhstan's
capacity to extract oil and gas re-
serves far exceeds its capacity to
process it due to a lack of neces-
sary technology. Thus, from 2013
onwards, unlike the years prior to
the announcement of BRI, close to
%80 of China-sponsored projects in
Kazakhstan were non-resource ex-
traction and non-connectivity related
ones and instead focused more on
providing Kazakhstan with essential
oil-refinement industrial technology
(Lim et al, 2024). It eventually en-
abled Kazakhstan with the tools to
continue its economic diversification
attempts from Russia.

The urgency to do so became even
more evident with the start of Rus-
sia’s War in Ukraine in February 2022.
The War had unwanted implications
for Kazakhstan's economic stability,
mainly due to the fear of secondary
sanctions and an influx of migrants
from Russia (Arapova, 2023). Among
a set of other effects the War had on
the economic and political relations
between regional countries is the
disruption of, perhaps, the busiest
trading routes from China to Europe
via Central Asia, Russia, and Belarus
(Laszlo and Barkanyi, 2023). The NC
is an overland connectivity route
and one of the quickest ways to ship
Chinese goods to Europe via Central
Asia, which is now heavily sanctioned.
According to Central Asia Regional
Economic Cooperation (CAREC), the
traffic along the NC has declined by
%34 in 2022 compared to 2021 and
fell by another %49 in 2023 (2024).

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It ultimately slowed China’'s BRI's
decade-long economic momentum
and forced those countries along the
lines of NC, including China, Kazakh-
stan, Turkiye, and the European states
at the receiving end, to search for al-
ternatives (Eldem, 2022).

The alternative came up with the
Trans-Caspian International Trans-
port Route (TTIR), or the MC, a trans-
port route that connects China with
the European markets, yet unlike the
NC, bypasses Russia via Kazakhstan
and Turkiye. The MC was established
in 2013 in Astana by the Coordina-
tion Committee of Azerbaijan, Ka-
zakhstan, and Georgia with the first
instance of cross-country container
transportation taking place in 2015.
The stretch of the route starts with
China and goes through Kazakhstan
and crosses the Caspian Sea via Azer-
baijan and Georgia to the Black Sea.
After that, the two paths lead to Eu-
rope via Tirkiye and the Black Sea,
respectively. Overall, the route com-
prises around 4.250 km of rail lines
and 500 km of seaway. In Kazakhstan,
MC's critical infrastructure is present-
ed by a 988 km Zhezkazgan-Saksaul-
skaya-Shalkar-Beyneu railway line,
which shortens the China-Caspian
route by roughly 1.000 km (Guliyeyv,
2023).

On the one hand, the MC shows
some vivid advantages over the NC
as it offers shorter, and hence, quick-
er access to the European market via
the well-established railway system
in Kazakhstan. Accordingly, over the
first eight months since the start of
Russia’s War in Ukraine, the transport
volume along the MC has nearly tri-
pled to 970.400 tons in comparison
with the same period in 2021 (Walter,
2022).

On the other hand, the MC requires
the expansion of its transport capa-
bilities to catch up with the NC. The
MC largely foots on the same infra-
structural build-up as the EU’s Trans-

To solve the respective issues and
spearhead the process, the actors
along the lines of the MC continue to
stimulate both the funding of infra-
structural projects, facilitate integra-
tion and ease the movement of the
cargo across the borders by holding
meetings to discuss the bilateral and
multilateral agreements between the
member states (Guliyev, 2022). The
European and international financial
institutions have invested more than
$10.8 billion in the MC in Central
Asia. The EU's renewed interest in the
MC is evident given the former’s as-
piration to reduce its reliance on Rus-
sia’s NC vis-a-vis international trade

Thus, the shipment capacity of the NC con-
tinues to dwarf that of the MC with an esti-
mated capacity of %5 compared to that of the
former (OECD, 2023). It ultimately makes an
expansion of the limited transport capacities,
and the difficulties associated with border
control a primary issue to tackle. The planned
investments can help to increase the capacity
and therefore the transport volume, yet the
capability of the MC to replace the NC in the
short-to-medium term is questionable.

The commencement of Russia's War in
Ukraine has brought various difficulties to the
region of which many countries whose econ-
omy is strongly connected with the Russian
economy and market. BRI starting in 2013 has
shown great potential to assist the diversifi-
cation attempts of Astana. Sanctions against
NC, which allow MC to develop at a faster
rate, would be beneficial for Kazakhstan since
the country is in a key position to bypass Rus-
sia when moving cargo from China to Europe.

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The Middle Corridor, however, suffers from
several issues including the necessity to move
the cargo through several borders, which en-
tails border checkups that slow down the
process and increase associated costs. Nev-
ertheless, the actors involved, including those
at the receiving end and those along the Mid-
dle Corridor, pursue to collaborate on how to
speed up the overall process and the volume
of cargo by, for example, discussing multilat-
eral and bilateral agreements and investing in
developing infrastructure.

In August 2024, Kazakhstan host-
ed the VI Consultative Meeting of
Heads of State of Central Asia (CA)
in Astana. During the meeting, the
countries of the region signed the
Concept for the development of re-
gional cooperation “Central Asia —
2040". The Concept was developed
by Kazakhstan and its priorities in-
clude strengthening the internation-
al subjectivity of Central Asia (Ka-
pital, 2024). It is worth mentioning
that Kazakhstan has been an active
supporter and initiator of many re-
gional integration schemes. During
the post-Soviet period, the country
promoted and supported the Cen-
tral Asian Economic Cooperation,
the Organization of Central Asian
Cooperation, and the Central Asian
Union. Despite the efforts, no or-
ganization of deep integration was
established in the region due to the
different paths of development of
CA countries.

On the contrary, together with Be-
larus and Russia, Kazakhstan suc-
ceeded in launching the Customs
Union, which was later transformed
into the Eurasian Economic Union.
However, currently, CA states show
intentions for cooperation and in-
tegration. Hence, together with
other important documents signed
during the VI Consultative Meet-

Asia — 2040" is intended to stimulate
deeper integration of Central Asia.
For the successful practical imple-
mentation of the Concept, there is
a need to determine priority direc-
tions for future cooperation. Taking
into consideration economic, politi-
cal and geographical conditions, the
countries of the region should focus
on the following areas.

First, the countries of Central Asia
should focus on trade and indus-
trial cooperation. Regional trade
shows promising results. According
to figures 1-2, Kazakhstan's exports
to and imports from CA partners
increased. In 2023, the shares of CA
countries in Kazakhstan's total ex-
ports reached 7%, while in 2005 this
indicator amounted to 2.3%. During
the same period, the shares of CA
countries in Kazakhstan's imports
increased from 2.5% to 3.6%. Hence,
the importance of the CA region as
an export market is increasing for
Kazakhstan. It is worth mentioning
that the authorities of CA need to
support measures to increase re-
gional trade in manufacturing and
agricultural products. Regional trade
in Central Asia should lead to eco-
nomic diversification of the coun-
tries presented and higher produc-
tion capacity. This can be achieved
through the elimination of trade
barriers. Regarding industrial coop-
eration, the authorities need to pre-
pare a list of priority projects, which
can be implemented jointly. Priority
projects should not include only big
businesses. It is important to in-
volve small and medium enterprises
in implementing specific projects.
Trade and industrial cooperation will
stimulate regional investments con-
tributing to the strengthening of CA
business ties.

Second, countries of the CA region
need to strengthen infrastructural co-
operation. It is important to mention
the current capacities of the Middle
Corridor of Kazakhstan and a new am-
bitious  China-Kyrgyzstan-Uzbekistan
(CKU) railway. Transit services are ex-
pected to become significant revenue
sources for Central Asian countries.
Moreover, the regional governments
plan to penetrate new markets and de-
velop their domestic infrastructure. At
the same time, substantial investments
are needed to increase the capacity of
the Middle Corridor and for the imple-
mentation of the CKU railway. Hence,
the governments of the region should
strengthen investment cooperation to
finance these strategic projects. Suc-
cessful implementation of infrastruc-
tural projects with the involvement of
CA businesses and their investments
will have long-lasting positive effects
in decreasing economic and political
risks. It is worth mentioning that the
Middle Corridor and the CKU railway
should not be considered as compet-
ing projects, but complementing, and
strengthening the positions of CA as
an important transit region.

The third priority direction for regional
integration are services and digital co-
operation. The role of services in Cen-
tral Asia is increasing and their contri-

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bution to the gross domestic products of the
regional economies is substantial. Hence, the
governments of CA should jointly work on de-
veloping high-productive services that can be
exported. For instance, Kazakhstan's President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev calls for cooperation
in the fields of education, science, and human
capital development. About 9.000 students
from the region study in Kazakhstan. The Pres-
ident appreciates the desire of young people
from Central Asia to receive higher education
in Kazakhstan and invites young people from
the region to come to Kazakhstan for educa-
tional purposes (Akorda, 2024). At the same
time, Central Asia should strengthen digital
cooperation. This cooperation can potentially
be based on the capacities of the Astana Hub
of Kazakhstan, the IT Park of Uzbekistan and
the High Technology Park of Kyrgyzstan. Joint
efforts of these technology hubs can contrib-
ute to the development of highly productive
services and, more importantly, the gradu-
al reduction of technological dependence of
Central Asia in the long term. To strengthen
services and digital cooperation, the govern-
ments of Central Asia can unilaterally eliminate
restrictions and barriers in the services sector.

Finally, the countries of CA should unite their
efforts to address climate change-related risks
as the region remains extremely vulnerable.
Climate change may cause substantial dam-
age to the economies of CA states, negatively
affect agricultural sectors, and deepen water
problems. All countries of the region deter-
mine climate change as an important issue
and start developing adaptation and mitiga-
tion policy measures. Kazakhstan adopted
the 'Strategy for Achieving Carbon Neutrality
by 2060. Uniting efforts in tackling climate
change will have positive effects on the re-
gion’s energy sector. For instance, as Mikovic
(2024) mentions, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, and

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Uzbekistan are establishing a joint
venture to export green energy to
Europe. It is worth mentioning that
the development of renewable en-
ergy sources (RES) will have positive
macroeconomic effects. Besides ex-
ports of green energy, RES develop-
ment contributes to CA employment
by creating green jobs and improving
expertise in services. Another positive
aspect of climate cooperation is orga-
nizing joint research in this field and
involving the population and activists
in particular in joint events. Increasing
public awareness of climate risks and
regional efforts will be beneficial in
further integration with the support
of the population of the region.

The Central Asian region is experienc-
ing substantial transformation driven
by regional intentions for integration
and external economic and political
factors. As Murtazashvili and Umarov
(2024) mention, Central Asian na-
tions are showing independent con-
fidence by creatively tackling some of
the world’'s most complex geopoliti-
cal tasks, engaging with Afghanistan,
and recognizing the need to devel-
op new partners. Kushkumbayev and
Nuriddenova (2024) argue that the
bilateral relationships in Central Asia
are true drivers of progress in the re-
gion and many bilateral treaties are
being signed. They distinguish the
role of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
as key drivers of regional integration.
According to Aslanov and Akromov
(2024), Uzbekistan considers region-
al integration as an optimal way of
mitigating the current economic and

The 6th Consultative Meeting of the
Heads of Central Asian States took
place in Astana on 9 August 2024.
President Sadyr Japarov of Kyrgyz-
stan, President Emomali Rahmon of
Tajikistan, President Serdar Berdimu-
hamedov of Turkmenistan, and Pres-
ident Shavkat Mirziyoyev of Uzbeki-
stan attended the event under the
chairmanship of Kassym-Jomart To-
kayev, the President of Kazakhstan.
[lham Aliyev, President of Azerbaijan,
and Kakha Imnadze, the Head of the
UN Regional Centre for Preventive
Diplomacy for Central Asian Coun-
tries joined the expanded format as
guests of honor.

Following summits in Tashkent,
Turkmenbashi, Cholpon-Ata, and
Dushanbe, the meeting marked the
sixth gathering of the heads of Cen-
tral Asian states since its inception in
Astana in 2018. The leaders’ annual
meetings have become a platform
for discussing regional cooperation
and facilitating effective collabora-
tion and integration.

During the summit, the concept
of development of regional coop-
eration "Central Asia — 2040" was
signed as presenting a ‘conceptual
meaning for the region’. The con-
cept's primary goal is to achieve a
regional rapprochement by expand-

ital, 2024). It aims to initiate a fresh phase
in regional cooperation, highlighting peace
and stability as crucial prerequisites for sus-
tained development. It also concentrates
on enhancing economic and logistical ca-
pabilities, establishing shared strategies to
guarantee water, energy, and food security,
elevating the young intellectual generation
as the region’s asset, and establishing a civ-
ilizational identity through the unification of
cultural and humanitarian bonds among fra-
ternal nations (KazPravda, 2024).

President Tokayev initiated the concept and
published its outlines in the article “The
Renaissance of Central Asia: Toward Sus-
tainable Development and Prosperity.” He
assumed that it is essential to strengthen re-
gional cooperation as well as preserve and
protect the region’s spiritual and cultural
code in the current context of geopolitical
uncertainty (KazPravda, 2024). During the
summit, the attending leaders emphasized
the importance of enhancing regional co-
operation. President Shavkat Mirziyoyev
expressed confidence in the emergence of
a common regional identity. President Sadyr
Japarov believes that the processes of rap-

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prochement acquired a stable and
consistent character, whereas Presi-
dent Emomali Rahmon displayed his
satisfaction with the development
of regional cooperation. Meanwhile,
Turkmen President Serdar Berdimu-
hamedov emphasized that summit
meetings ought to maintain a con-
sultative format, serving as a plat-
form for political dialogue without
rigid rules, procedures, and any ad-
ditional add-ons. According to him,
the heads of state of Central Asian
states should remain the core of
the summit, essential for maintain-
ing the regional five-party political
dialogue (President.uz, 2024; 24.kg,
2024a; MFA TJ, 2024; MFA.gov.tm,
2024).

Given that a strong economic basis
lays the groundwork for meaningful
collaboration, the leaders empha-
sized the significance of intra-re-
gional trade, which over the past
five years has increased by over 80%
and exceeded US$11 billion with a
potential to reach up to $15 billion
(Akorda, 2024). In this regard, Presi-
dent Mirziyoyev proposed consider-
ing the creation of a single regional
market as a long-term strategic goal.
He suggested launching an Eco-
nomic Council—regular meetings at
the level of Deputy Prime Ministers
of Central Asian countries—as a step
towards that. Next year, Tashkent is
ready to host the inaugural meeting,
and concurrently, the Central Asian
Business Partnership Week could be
organized, featuring industry con-
ferences, an industrial potential ex-
hibition fair, and export opportunity
presentations (President.uz, 2024).
President Rahmon supported the
idea of holding the annual exhibi-
tion «Expo Central Asia» within the
framework of consultative meetings
(MFA TJ, 2024). President Tokayev
welcomed the proposal to estab-
lish the Business Council of Central
Asian countries (Akorda, 2024).

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All Central Asian states’ presidents empha-
sized the region's connectivity potential,
which is one of the concept's key areas of co-
operation. President Mirziyoyev mentioned
that due to the geographical challenges,
the share of costs for transporting foreign
trade cargo reaches 50% of the final cost
of goods, which is four to five times higher
than the world average. Therefore, it is cru-
cial to collaborate in the fields of transpor-
tation and transit (President.uz, 2024). The
implementation of joint infrastructure and
transport initiatives will lead to new growth
points for the economies, especially in the
present race for connectivity. In this regard,
President Sadyr Japarov welcomed the Kyr-
gyz side’s initiative to adopt the Agreement
on Transport and Transit. To put its provi-
sions into action, he suggested organizing
an expert conference with transport minis-
tries, carriers, freight forwarders, logistics
companies, and specialists (24.kg, 2024). In
general, presidents emphasized the projects
within the Trans-Caspian International Trans-
port Route, the North-South Corridor, and
the Belt and Road Initiative. As part of the
summit, parties adopted the Comprehensive
Strategy for the Development of the Central
Asian Transport System.

In terms of industrial cooperation, President
Tokayev exemplified joint projects, such as
the Kambarata HPP-1 in Kyrgyzstan, the
Rogun HPP in Tajikistan, and gas initiatives
in Central Asia, which are successful exam-

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ples of large-scale joint infrastruc-
ture and transport projects that can
stimulate economic growth. Presi-
dent Mirziyoyev proposed mutual
support and stimulation of industrial
cooperation. He proposed devel-
oping a unified map of the region’s
industrialization by creating short
value chains and attracting invest-
ments and technologies (Akorda,
2024; President.uz, 2024).

As for regional security, President
Mirziyoyev stated that the interna-
tional agenda has pushed the sit-
uation in neighboring Afghanistan
to the background. To address this
and other regional issues, the con-
cept for ensuring regional security
and stability needs to be developed.
When considering  Afghanistan,
President Berdimuhamedov believes
that the needs of the Afghan people
should take precedence. The Cen-
tral Asian region should develop a
common positive, constructive, and
realistic line concerning the current
Afghan administration (President.uz,
2024; MFA.gov.tm, 2024).

Energy and water issues were also
highlighted among the priority is-
sues of the region. The president of
Turkmenistan asserts that the Cen-
tral Asian states should maintain

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their growing energy needs while
ensuring efficient and careful use
of natural resources. In this regard,
the President of Kyrgyzstan has ini-
tiated the creation of a regional hub
in Bishkek to implement energy-ef-
ficient and resource-saving technol-
ogies. The President of Kazakhstan
stated that it is necessary to develop
a new consolidated water policy to
ensure equal and fair water use and
mutual obligations.

Education, science, culture, and hu-
man capital development are also
among the key areas for enhancing
regional cooperation, as Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev highlighted. The
advancement of Central Asian high-
er education space is an essential
mechanism for deepening regional
people-to-people engagement. In
this direction, Uzbekistan is going
to hold the First Educational Forum
of Central Asia in October 2024 in
Tashkent, while President Mirziyoyev
proposed holding the next meeting
of the Central Asian Expert Forum
of leading analytical centers and re-
search institutes in Uzbekistan. He
also emphasized that the adoption
of the Central Asian Program of Ed-
ucational and Academic Exchanges,
as well as an Agreement on Mutual
Recognition of Diplomas of Leading
Universities in Central Asian Coun-
tries, could facilitate educational ex-
change and integration.

The summit also discussed poten-
tial integration projects in areas like
tourism. In this regard, President
Mirziyoyev proposed the introduc-
tion of mass tourism products based
on the principle of «one tour—the
entire region,» as well as mutual rec-
ognition of national ID cards.

The identified focus areas by the
summit leaders, in addition to the
concept, led to the signing of a road-
map on developing regional coop-
eration for 2025-2027 and an action
plan for developing industrial coop-

for 2025-2027. Furthermore, representatives
of the official delegations executed a Mem-
orandum of Understanding on the develop-
ment of transport and logistics centers in
the Central Asian States; a Communique on
the results of the first meeting of the Minis-
ters of Energy of Central Asia; and an Astana
Communique of the second meeting of the
Ministers of Transport of the Central Asian
States. A Council of Ministers of Foreign Af-
fairs was also established at the summit.

However, the summit did not achieve all the
desired outcomes. Specifically, the aspira-
tions of Kazakhstani diplomats to reach a
consensus on the signing of the Treaty on
Friendship, Good-Neighborliness, and Co-
operation for the Development of Central
Asia in the XXI century by Tajikistan and
Turkmenistan have not yielded any results
(TASS, 2024). Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, and
Uzbekistan signed the treaty for an indef-
inite period during the 4th Consultative
Meeting of the Central Asian Heads of States
in 2022, but Tajikistan and Turkmenistan still
abstained from signing it due to their in-
ternal contradictions (nCa, 2022). President
Rahmon noted that previous consultative
meetings had received over one hundred
proposals and initiatives, which are under
consideration and have promising potential
if implemented.

Overall, the summit reaffirmed the strength-
ening of Central Asian regional ties and re-
gional unity aspirations. Common cultural
and traditional bonds, along with a special

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Central Asian mentality were emphasized by
all leaders. The prevalence of references to
Central Asian identity indicates its topicali-
ty. The participation of the Azerbaijan Presi-
dent, who also stressed the fraternal ties and
developing cooperation between countries,
indicates that Azerbaijan, in virtue of its Tur-
kic roots, associates itself with the Central
Asian region.

The growing regional coherence is vivid in
public space. Examples of supporting neigh-
boring nations on the world stage have be-
come more common. The recent instance of
the Uzbek coach helping the Kyrgyz boxer at
the Paris Olympics serves as a prime illustra-
tion of this phenomenon (24.kg, 2024). Oth-
er spheres, whether it is cultural, academic,
or educational, demonstrate a growing unity
and interest in strengthening regional ties.
To sum up, while economic, trade, logistics,
and other practical collaborations establish
a solid foundation for intra-region connec-
tions, the shared historical, cultural, and
traditional bonds serve as a robust basis
for fostering people-to-people interactions.
Political dialogue between Central Asian na-
tions facilitates real interaction and engage-
ment.

spondents’ feelings about presenting them-
selves as proficient Kazakh language speak-
ers (Census, 2021).

This same bias can also be created by the gov-
ernment at certain levels, which may feel the
urge to emphasize the effectiveness of their
work in promoting the Kazakh language. The
census data also appear to over-report En-
glish proficiency in Kazakhstan. For instance,
according to the 2021 census, over one-third
(35.1%) of the population claimed to be able
to understand spoken English, and nearly
one-fifth (18.1%) reported high proficiency,
stating they could speak and write in English
(Census, 2021). However, these figures some-
what do not fully match with the English Pro-
ficiency (EP) Index, where Kazakhstan ranked
104th out of 213 countries and was catego-
rized as a country with a low English profi-
ciency rate (EF EPI, 2023).

One of the practical and reliable sources of
data on language use in a multilingual soci-
ety is the choice of the language of educa-
tion. Firstly, the language selected for prima-
ry education often reflects the government's
language policy and national priorities. It in-
dicates which languages are promoted and
regarded as essential for literacy and social
integration (Spolsky, 2007). The promotion of
Kazakh as the primary language of instruc-
tion in Kazakhstan reflects a deliberate action
of restoration of the status of the language
after it was suppressed by the Soviet govern-
ment in the USSR. In more recent discourse,
the promotion of the Kazakh language as the

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main language of instruction in the
education system has been viewed
as a nation-building effort.

Secondly, the language of instruction
used in primary education shapes
the early language acquisition and
proficiency of children, especially
among younger generations. Chil-
dren typically become proficient in
the language of instruction, making
it an important factor in shaping fu-
ture language use in communication.
The language learned during prima-
ry education is often the one used
in public life and work in later years
(Spolsky, 2007). Thirdly, the choice of
language in education is a powerful
tool for the projection of the future
linguistic landscape of society. The
main language in which the younger
generation is proficient is most likely
to become the dominant language of
society in the future (Fishman, 1991).
Moreover, the trends in the linguistic
choice of education accurately reflect
the expectations of the current gen-
eration regarding the linguistic con-
figuration of society.

A study shows that over the years
of independence since 1991, as ex-
pected, trends have been established
that indicate Kazakh school enroll-
ment numbers soared from 32.4% to
66.0% between 1991 and 2019, ac-
companied by a sizable drop in Rus-
sian school enrolments from 66.1%
to 29.5%. Interestingly, there has
been also an increase in other small
minority ethnic language schools
from 2.6% to 4.5%. Similar trends
are also present in higher education
enrollment since 1991 and Kazakh
language higher education currently
holds about two-thirds of the total
university enrollment in the country
(Suleimenova and Akanova, 2023).
Currently, there are 6,950 schools
in Kazakhstan, 3,606 of which offer
mixed instruction in both Russian and
Kazakh, while 1,121 schools provide
instruction only in Russian. Despite
the general declining trend, Kazakh-

Russian and mixed language schools
compared to the rest of the Central
Asian states (Profile.ru, 2023).

Not surprisingly, the linguistic trends
are primarily linked to the significant
demographic shifts that Kazakh-
stan experienced in the 1990s and
2000s. In particular, the demand for
Kazakh-language schools and edu-
cation has increased in proportion to
the growth of the ethnic Kazakh pop-
ulation. For instance, in 1989, ethnic
Kazakhs made up only 39.7% of the
country’s population, while ethnic
Russians accounted for 37.82%. Due
to the large-scale emigration of eth-
nic Russians and other minorities, by
1999 the share of Kazakhs had risen
to 53.4%, while the share of Russians
had dropped to 30%. This trend con-
tinued, with the Kazakh population
reaching 63.7% in 2009 and 70.35%
in 2021 (Census, 2009, 2021). As the
primary and almost exclusive custo-
dians of the Kazakh language, ethnic
Kazakhs drove the increasing de-
mand for Kazakh-language educa-
tion in the country. The demographic
data gives reasons to expect further
growth in demand for school educa-
tion in Kazakh rather than in Russian
language. Thus, in the 2021 cen-
sus, ethnic Kazakhs made up almost
80% of the youngest pre-school age
group (1-4 years), a significant in-
crease from the 2009 census, when
they accounted for 72.7% (Census,
2009, 2021). The share of ethnic Ka-
zakhs among younger age groups is
consistently higher than their overall
share in the total population, which is
due to higher birth rates among the
Kazakh population.

It is worth mentioning that although
education in the Kazakh language is
still on the rise, the rate at which it
is increasing is not as fast as before.
For instance, around 75% of the stu-
dents graduating and taking the Uni-
fied National Testing (UNT) in 2024
chose to make it in Kazakh language,

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25% chose Russian as the language of the
UNT while only 0.2% did it in English. For in-
stance, ten years ago in 2014 around 70% of
the school graduates took the UNT in Kazakh
(National Test Center, 2024). Although there
were rapid shifts in the linguistic landscape of
Kazakhstan's educational system during the
1990s and 2000s, characterized by a dimin-
ishing role of Russian-language education
and an increasing share of Kazakh-language
education, this process has shown signs of
deceleration in recent years. As mentioned
earlier, the proportion of Kazakh and Russian
languages in Kazakhstan's educational sys-
tem appears to be closely tied to the ethnic
composition of the country’s population.

It is also interesting to note that factors be-
yond ethnic composition are at play. The ur-
ban versus rural environments also seem to
shape the linguistic configuration of educa-
tion in Kazakhstan. As one might expect, the
share of Kazakh-language education is low-
er in cities than in rural areas. For instance,
in 2023, around two-thirds (67%) of school
graduates took the UNT in Kazakh, while in
rural areas this number was 87%. On the oth-
er hand, the process of increasing the share of
Kazakh-language education has progressed
twice as fast in urban areas compared to rural
areas since 2014. These trends are also largely
linked to the factor of ethnic composition, as
rural areas in Kazakhstan are predominantly
Kazakh in ethnic terms, while cities tend to
be much more diverse, with larger shares of
the Russian population and other ethnic mi-
norities. However, it is difficult to explain why,
in this case, the largest urban areas like Al-

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maty and Astana have a relatively low
share of students graduating from
Kazakh-language schools, despite re-
ceiving large numbers of internal mi-
grants from rural areas. For instance,
in 2023, about 58% of school grad-
uates in Astana and 56% in Almaty
opted to take the UNT in Russian
(National Test Center, 2023). These
cities have long been the leaders in
Kazakh population growth due to the
large influx of people moving from
villages. In other words, urban areas
in Kazakhstan appear to be centers of
linguistic diversity and show a strong
presence of the Russian language.

One of the explanations can be the
so-called "language shift” or “linguis-
tic displacement” effect. This situa-
tion usually takes place when people
perceive greater economic, social,
or political benefits from adopting a
foreign language (e.g. Russian). This
effect is mostly economically driven
because people often tend to view
language as a tool for economic ad-
vancement, and languages that offer
access to larger markets or interna-
tional networks become more attrac-
tive. This leads to a "commercializa-
tion” of language, where the value of
the language becomes dependent on
its practical benefits in the global job
market. This effect seems to be strong
in Kazakhstan also due to its relative-
ly small size in a globalized world.
Smaller nations often feel pressured
to adopt a more global lingua franca
and find it more difficult to re-estab-
lish their national identity through
the restoration of their language. The
choice of language for education ap-
pears to be a particularly sensitive is-
sue in the context of education, as it
is often seen as a dilemma between
the economic benefits—one of the
primary purposes of education—and
the commitment to restoring and
preserving national identity. The is-
sue is further aggravated by the fact
that the discussion around language
use in Kazakhstan has recently been

This has strengthened public support for the
promotion and development of the Kazakh
language as a key part of Kazakh identity,
with the education sector being one of the
main arenas for this effort. The major cities
of Kazakhstan, which have played a leading
role in integrating the country’s economy
into the global economy during its transition
to a market economy, now seem to act as a
counterbalance in the nationwide expansion
of Kazakh-language education since inde-
pendence. This likely reflects differing public
perceptions of language as part of national
identity and its role in education between
globalized cities and the hinterlands, which
aligns with global trends.

In the more than three decades since inde-
pendence, the Kazakh language has made
significant strides in expanding its presence
in the education system, as well as in other
aspects of life in Kazakhstan. This process has
been primarily driven by the changing eth-
nic composition of the population, further
propelled by state policies promoting the
Kazakh language. Further advancements in
Kazakh-language education are expected in
line with demographic trends in the country.
These trends are not spatially uniform across
the country, with large cities being more lin-
guistically diverse and less responsive to the
nationwide trend of Kazakhization in educa-
tion and national identity building.

What constitutes any country’s most
valuable resource? What determines
a country's position on the world
stage, and defines its economy, so-
cietal structure, and political system?

In the past, the answer to these
questions might have been simple.
A country’s geography dictated its
destiny during the ancient period
of human history. Access to certain
resources such as wood, water, and
metals predetermined the charac-
teristics and nature of human civili-
zations in a region. Later, in the feu-
dal age, the main determinant of a
country's status was the quantity and
quality of arable lands the country
possessed. However, with the con-
tinuous transformations of human
society, we have finally arrived at a
point in history where any country’s
main resource is its people and their
cognitive and creative potential.
While natural resources and favor-
able geographic conditions are still
significant, human intelligence and
creativity play the primary role in the
value-creation process worldwide.
This can be observed both on state
and private levels — only 3 out of 10
of the highest GDP per Capita coun-
tries have their economies closely
tied to natural resources [Worldom-
eter, n.d.], and only 1 out of 10 of
the biggest companies in the world

Thus, the dynamic between national states
has shifted from the wars of conquest to
the struggle for human capital and influence
through soft power, resulting in skilled mi-
gration or “brain drain”. This global battle
for human capital has numerous dimensions
and it occurs on many fronts, including the
weaponization of such factors of attraction
as higher education and labor market oppor-
tunities, infrastructural, cultural, ideological,
and political comfort and solidarity with the
host country, the rule of law and a just judi-
cial system, etc. It has become increasingly
important for national states who strive for
competitiveness to not only consider their
domestic factors of growth, but to pay ex-
tra attention to the external growth determi-
nants, both stimulating the inflow of foreign
specialists and reducing the outflow of local
experts. While this issue requires constant
and dynamic analysis from many different
actors, it is possible to measure and compare
some aspects of countries’ efforts in terms
of attraction and retention of human capital

This is the methodology adopted by
the International Institute for Man-
agement Development (IMD) World
Competitiveness Center, which has
pioneered the research on coun-
tries’ competitiveness for the last 3
decades [IMD, 2024]. The idea is to
shift the vision of what a competi-
tive country might be, as for decades
the only focus of most of the stat-
isticians and economists has been
solely on countries’ GDP rather than
other, sometimes more complex and
nuanced metrics. The organization
states that “today and in the future,
prosperous nations will be defined
by how well they guarantee future
generations’' prosperity while pre-
serving the living standards of the
current population” [IMD, 2024]. The
company'’s research results in the an-
nual published IMD World Compet-
itiveness Yearbook, which has been
consistently put out in the form of
an extensive rating for 36 years by
this moment. Recently, the rating has
been broadened, now including 67
countries. The countries are ranked
based on four pillars: Economic Per-
formance, Government Efficiency,
Business Efficiency, and Infrastruc-
ture; these pillars are further divided
into 20 sub-factors, consisting of 336
criteria in total, which are based on
hard data and surveys [IMD, 2024].

Regarding the analysis of the results
of the most recent rating issue, there
are many key factors. Firstly, despite
the ever-developing nature of the
ranking, it still does not include most
post-Soviet and Central Asian states,
therefore a direct comparison of Ka-
zakhstan with its neighbors will not
be feasible. However, some countries
in the list share some historical and
cultural background with Kazakh-
stan, which can be set side-by-side
with the Republic for additional con-
text and contrast. Those include the
countries that are now active mem-

Lithuania; the most populous Turkic
country in the world — Turkiye, and
lastly Mongolia. Secondly, the men-
tioned countries are ranked in the
following order: Lithuania occupies
30th place in the rating, while Esto-
nia is only 3 positions behind, in 33rd
place. Kazakhstan is in the 35th place,
between Malaysia and Portugal. Ka-
zakhstan is followed by Latvia, which
is 10 positions behind, in 45th place
of the ranking. Tirkiye and Mongo-
lia follow Latvia, occupying 53rd and
61st places, respectively.

The general rating of the countries
is further divided into 4 ratings
dedicated to each of the aforemen-
tioned pillars. Those give much more
detailed insights into the nature of
each country's competitiveness. For
instance, starting with Kazakhstan,
it seems that the main contributor
to the Republic's rather high gen-
eral ranking is the Government ef-
ficiency criteria, where Kazakhstan
takes 18th place, higher than any of
the compared countries, surpassing
even Estonia, which is famous for
its compact electronic government
[e-Estonia, 2024]. This is possible due
to Kazakhstan's high score for the
country’s tax policy, public finance,
and business legislation. According
to the researchers, the government
of Kazakhstan collects taxes, redis-
tributes income, and guarantees so-
cial security for its citizens relatively
effectively. On the other hand, some
of the criteria that require further ef-
forts in the domain of Government
efficiency are the rule of law, freedom
of the press, and the Democracy In-
dex results, where Kazakhstan falls
behind many countries in the list.
Another factor that positively affect-
ed the country’s overall score is Busi-
ness efficiency — Kazakhstan landed
in 23rd place in the ranking, only 4
positions lower than Lithuania — the
only country on the list that scored
higher than Kazakhstan. Regarding

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Kazakhstan's Business efficiency, there is a
set of mixed reasons why the country’s score
is so high. Firstly, according to the research,
out of 67 countries on the list, Kazakhstan's
entrepreneurs have the lowest fear of failure;
secondly, Kazakhstan has the most equitable
access of both genders to financial services.
Some other reasons include efficient remu-
neration of management in the country, rel-
atively high level of female participation in
the labor force and holding managerial posi-
tions, and rather effective use of big data and
analytical services in the business. Overall, it
may be deduced that social policies in the
country aimed at supporting businesses and
gender diversity show some level of recog-
nizable effectiveness.

The other two pillars drag the country's score
down — in terms of Economic performance
Kazakhstan is only ranked 43rd, and the
country's worst score is within the domain
of Infrastructure — 49th place out of 67. The
worst aspects of the Economic performance
pillar summed up paint a picture of a rath-
er low complexity economy that does not
trade with the world enough, and most of
its trade is done in natural resources, which
results in high domestic prices for the con-
sumers, especially when it comes to food.
The silver lining is the country’s continuous
economic growth and relatively low youth
unemployment and exclusion. The rating
once again highlights a critical necessity for
an economic shift towards a more diversified
and value-adding economy. The infrastruc-
ture represents the Republic's most trou-
bled domain — according to the researchers,

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there are multiple problems to be
addressed, they include Scientific
Infrastructure, Health and Environ-
ment, and Technological Infrastruc-
ture. In other words, this means that
Kazakhstan still under-invests in
important areas such as healthcare,
education, and R&D. As a result, the
average life expectancy of Kazakh-
stani citizens is one of the lowest of
67 countries on the list. Additional-
ly, the country does not use its wa-
ter and energy resources effectively,
and also the contribution of medium
and high-tech value to the econo-
my is minimal. One of the results of
these crucial under-investments is a
relatively low human development
index (HDI) in the country, which is
also integrated into the competi-
tiveness score. HDI "is a summary
measure of average achievement in
key dimensions of human develop-
ment: a long and healthy life, being
knowledgeable and having a decent
standard of living” [UNDP, n.d.] and
within it, Kazakhstan is placed 67th,
noticeably lower than both the Bal-
tic states, which are ranked between
30th and 38th places, and Turkiye,
ranked 45th.

While a snapshot of a country’s cur-
rent situation matters a lot, however,
it's the trends that are important in
the long run. Regarding those, it can
be observed that overall, in terms
of competitiveness Kazakhstan has

- the country has climbed from 42nd to 35th
position in the general ranking. The same
can be said about 3 pillars out of 4, with In-
frastructure being the country’s main prob-
lem and the worst-performing pillar across
five years — it demonstrated a rather medio-
cre growth that shifted Kazakhstan from the
51st to 49th place in the respective ranking.
Moreover, there was a recent negative trend
in this domain — since 2022 the country has
fallen by 3 positions, for instance, Educa-
tion, Health and Environment, Scientific In-
frastructure, and Basic Infrastructure have all
worsened between 2023 and 2024. The time
will tell if further degradation in Infrastruc-
ture becomes the country’s new trend or if it
remains a small post-COVID-period nuisance
to be soon forgotten. Decision-makers with-
in the country must bring much attention to
this issue and support the currently flawed
and underfunded spheres.

The case of Turkiye is a rather interesting one
— despite having one of the lowest scores in
terms of Government Efficiency (63rd out
of 67 countries) and below-average scores
in terms of Infrastructure and Business Effi-
ciency, the Republic was able to score very
high in the Economic Performance domain,
getting ahead of all the compared countries.
This also mirrors the story of Mongolia with-
in the ranking, which has even lower scores
in terms of Infrastructure and Business Effi-
ciency, yet manages to demonstrate a con-
siderable Economic Performance, placed
2nd in the respective pillar within the com-
parison list. Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia, on
the other hand consistently score around or
slightly above average in all categories but
Economic Performance. A further analysis
into this peculiarity reveals that the main
factor behind those numbers is the real GDP
growth — the Baltic countries had a GDP
contraction in 2023 because of the Russian
invasion of Ukraine and the subsequent
painful estrangement from the Russian mar-
ket through sanctions [Luminor, 2024]. This
looks especially problematic compared to
Turkiye's 4.52% and Mongolia’s 7% 2023 GDP
growth figures [World Bank, n.d.]. Thus, it can
be determined that in this case, the role of
substantial outside factors temporarily out-

The last couple of years saw a se-
ries of changes in Kazakhstan's typ-
ical migration patterns caused by
an intensification of a rather turbu-
lent geopolitical situation in the re-
gion. Russia’s partial mobilization,
launched on September 21, 2022,
sent a huge migration wave away
from Russia to other countries across
the globe. The sanctions, however,
have significantly altered the geog-
raphy of relocation for Russian cit-
izens by narrowing its main migra-
tion flows down to Kazakhstan and
a handful of other states, including
other Central Asian states, Georgia,
and lIsrael (Zhumashbekova et al.,
2024). As a result, Kazakhstan has
received an unprecedented number
of migrants over the last two years,
and along with it experienced a set of
associated implications. In addition,
Kazakhstan might experience a new
wave of migration from Central Asian
countries.

According to the Bureau of National
Statistics (BNS) (2024), the number of
people who migrated to Kazakhstan
reached 17.425 in 2022 and 25.387
in 2023. Among those who moved to
Kazakhstan in 2023, the majority were
from Russia with 11.711 people and
Uzbekistan with 6.519 people. It is
notable that the number of migrants
from Uzbekistan exceeded the num-

During the
period of January-July of 2024, the migration
to Kazakhstan reached 15.937 people, which
is 577 people more compared with the same
period in 2023. Meanwhile, there has been a
vivid decline in the rate of emigration from
Kazakhstan to other countries. During the pe-
riod from January to July 2024, the number of
emigrants amounted to 7.799, which is 1.349
people less compared with the same period
in 2023 (Bureau of National Statistics, 2024).

Kazakhstan has received 1.084.771 visitors
in 2023, which is about %15 more compared
with 2022. During the first two quarters of
2024, Kazakhstan was visited by 566.457 peo-
ple, which is roughly %9 more compared with
the same period in 2023, and almost twice
as many compared with the same period in
2022 (Bureau of National Statistics, 2024). The
majority of people visiting Kazakhstan during
the first two quarters were from Russia with
%44.6 out of all visitors in 2022, %45 in 2023,
and %33 in 2024. Among Central Asian coun-
tries, the majority of people who came to Ka-
zakhstan during the first two quarters were
from Uzbekistan amounting to 9.403 people
in 2022, 16.401 in 2023, and 16.797 in 2024
(Bureau of National Statistics, 2024).

Given the visa-free regulations, the majority of
the local migrants used Kazakhstan as a tran-
sit point to explore other destinations, includ-

Azerbaijan, and Israel. The indepen-
dent research by The Bell concludes
that the number of Russian citizens
who remained in Kazakhstan in July
2024 does not exceed 80.000 peo-
ple (The Bell, 2024), which supports
the statements made by the Russian
Consulate General in Almaty, Dmitri
Turayev in February of the same year
(Mukatayeva, 2024).

Nevertheless, such an unprecedent-
ed influx of migrants could have a
significant impact on the local la-
bor market. Theoretically, migration
possesses the capacity to affect the
skills composition of the local work-
force and invoke alterations in the
wage structure across the local labor
market, i.e., the influx of migrants
can reduce the wages of those local
workers with competencies similar to
migrants’. This is highly evident for
those industries that are less popular
among the local workforce. On the
positive side, the migration can lead
to a reduction of the differentials
between the high- and low-skilled
workers and grant the opportunity to
leverage the influx of skilled workers
to fill the gaps in qualified personnel
in sectors like education, medicine,

The study of the job discrimination
patterns in Kazakhstan by Kappaso-
va et al. (2024) suggests that Rus-
sian-migrant applicants are less like-
ly to receive job offers compared to
Kazakh natives. The proportion of
discrimination work bias tends to be
higher in high-skilled jobs sectors
where the call-back rates for Russian
migrants are %9 lower compared to
Kazakh natives. Further estimates
suggest a difference between the
reception patterns regarding the
Russian migrants and those ethnic
Russians born in Kazakhstan. Accord-
ingly, the Russian-migrants are %7.7
less likely to receive interview invi-
tations compared to ethnic Kazakhs
while ethnic Russians born in Kazakh-
stan have only %1.6 lower chances
of getting invited for an interview.
Nevertheless, there is no evidence
against the patterns of discrimination
against migrants in general as there
are no signals of bias against Kyrgyz
migrant workers. Thus, despite the
predominant concerns, there is not
enough evidence to support the fear
of Russian migrants taking the jobs of
the local natives.

The influx of Russian ethnic migrants
in the first quarter of 2024 has some-
what dwindled compared with the
last quarter of 2023, and the majority

er geographic destinations. The re-
cent instabilities in Russia, however,
have orchestrated the possibility of
a new influx of migrants from other
countries, including Tajikistan and
Azerbaijan (Zhumashbekova et al,
2024). In other words, it can create
an incentive to move to Kazakhstan,
thereby increasing the number of
working migrants in Kazakhstan to
a significant extent, which is already
evident with the migrants from Uz-
bekistan amounting to the second
highest number of migrants just
behind Russian migrants (Bureau
of National Statistics, 2024). Some,
however, disagree and insist that the
wage differences between Russia and
Kazakhstan will impede the influx of
migrants from Central Asia to Ka-
zakhstan (Isabayeva, 2024).

In essence, Kazakhstan has experi-
enced an unprecedented influx of mi-
grants over the last several years with
Russian and Uzbek migrants consti-
tuting the majority of those coming
to Kazakhstan. The majority of those
who came to Kazakhstan have moved
on to explore other geographical
destinations with only a small part
remaining in Kazakhstan. Despite
the initial concerns, the analyses ar-
gue against the fears of Russian mi-
grants taking jobs from Kazakh na-
tives regardless of the job sector and
the qualifying characteristics of the
job. The recent instabilities in Russia
might result in a new influx of mi-
grants from Central Asian countries.

Accordingly, the migration from Rus-
sia is expected to go back to typical
values when considering the data
from January to July of 2024. The
new data, however, is to be expected,
and so is the more detailed analysis
of the current status quo. Specifically,
it is important to continue compar-
ing the monthly data on visitors and
migrants during the period starting
in September 2022, when the par-
tial mobilization in Russia took place,
