Bu
medreselerde dini ilimlerin yani sira
filoloji, mantik, matematik, astrono-
mi, tip ve felsefe gibi ilimler de oku-
tuldu.

Kazak
halki, gogebe uygarlik doneminden bu yana
diger halklara karsi agik ve kapsayici bir tutum
sergilemektedir. "Misafir gelirse bereket gelir”
anlayisiyla farkl etnik kdkenden gelen insan-
lari hicbir zaman yadirgamadi ve onlari bag-
rina basti. Boylece yiiksek diizeyde toplumsal
uyum ve insani dayanisma 6rnegi gosterdi.

On May 29-30, 2025, Astana host-
ed the annual Astana International
Forum (AIF), Kazakhstan's leading
platform for discussing global is-
sues and promoting dialogue from
the perspective of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan. Under the theme “Con-
necting Minds, Shaping the Future”,
the forum gathered participants from
all over the world, including high-lev-
el guests such as the President of
Rwanda Paul Kagame, President of
North Macedonia Gordana Siljanovs-
ka-Davkova, Secretary General of
the Council of Europe Alain Berset,
former UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-
moon and many others [AIF, 2025].

Over the two days, the forum—cen-
tered on three key themes: Foreign
Policy & International Security, Ener-
gy & Climate Change, and Economy
& Finance—highlighted Kazakhstan's
foreign policy priorities, fostering en-
hanced comprehension of the coun-
try’s strategic objectives and interna-
tional positioning.

The opening speech by President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev re-empha-
sized Kazakhstan's stance on inter-
national affairs [Akorda, 2025].

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tive diplomatic stance and economic growth,
since the early 2024, President Tokayev has
been positioning Kazakhstan as a middle
power by underlining its role not just as a
participant but as a responsible manager in
global affairs [e.g., Euronews, 2024; Gov.kz,
2024; Ana tili, 2025]. The president’s opening
speech, alongside the forum discussions and
side events, was also concentrated on the role
of middle powers in facilitating global affairs.

While strongly adherent to the UN Charter,
the president raised the issue of the necessity
for structural reforms of the UN system and
notably the Security Council to ensure equal
representation of all regions of the globe. He
believes that the world is now entering a new
phase and shaping a new architecture of in-
ternational relations. Therefore, more reforms
and actions are needed to boost genuine en-
gagement of all stakeholders. President Toka-
yev also stressed that “the threats to global
security are not only geopolitical” and that a
new phase of the arms race is evolving. The
fragmenting global order caused the resur-
gence in military competition among major
powers, which, besides nuclear supremacy,
is driven by the technological advancements
in Al technologies.

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52 states were experiencing armed
conflict, whose economic impact of
violence reached $19 trillion—nearly
13.5% of global GDP [Akorda, 2025].

The establishment of the UN Region-
al Center on Sustainable Develop-
ment Goals for Central Asia and Af-
ghanistan in Almaty was exemplified
by the president as among the steps
forward for responding regionally to
these threats by providing a hub for
practical solutions in the region. The
2026 Regional Ecological Summit, in
partnership with the UN, is another
initiative by Kazakhstan to address
global issues from a Central Asian
angle. The president believes that
middle powers must be prepared to
assume more multilateral respon-
sibilities by expanding multilateral
development engagement and pos-
sessing a vested interest in an inclu-
sive global order.

In line with the president’s outline,
the forum continued exploring re-
gional and global affairs and Kazakh-
stan’s representation and interests
within them. With several sessions
dedicated to the geopolitical trans-
formations of the present and to the

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role of middle powers, the forum en-
abled grasping the changing world
order dynamics and Kazakhstan's of-
ficial rhetoric on the country’s foreign
policy strategy as a middle power
state. Sessions were also held to dis-
cuss issues of regional partnership,
covering prospects for cooperation
with countries in Africa, the Middle
East, and the European Union.

The Middle Corridor was mentioned
by the majority of speakers as among
the important linchpins of connectiv-
ity. The volume of cargo transporta-
tion through the Trans-Caspian Inter-
national Transport Route increased
to 62% in comparison to the previous
year [Akorda, 2025]. This expansion
became possible because of the need
to diversify existing routes in Eur-
asia, prompted by Russian sanctions,
which also illustrate the potential
for success when the interests of all
parties are addressed. There, unsur-
prisingly, the China-Europe route saw
the most significant increase in traf-
fic. By and large, the discussions had
outlined the importance of the Mid-
dle Corridor in providing connectivi-
ty and in exemplifying the untapped
possibilities of the future.

Artificial intelligence, being one of the
most popular topics globally, was pre-
dictably another key focus of discus-
sions. Kazakhstan positions itself as
a pioneer in digital transformation in
Central Asia and targets becoming a
regional IT hub in Eurasia. According-
ly, throughout the forum, Kazakhstani
officials highlighted the country’s ini-
tiatives in digital adoption across all
sectors of the economy. To this end,
the special sessions provided a plat-
form for more sophisticated discus-
sions on the introduction of Alatau
City and showcased Astana as a center
of financial assets. By introducing for-
eign audiences to the advancements
in digital penetration, the officials also
called for collaboration to harness the
potential of the nation’s digital infra-
structure and human capital.

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The future of sustainable development was
also among the priority discussions of the fo-
rum. On that, experts addressed energy secu-
rity, climate and green transition challenges,
economic resilience, and carbon markets in
dedicated sessions.

Overall, the forum allowed immersion in Ka-
zakhstan’s visions of global affairs and its as-
pirations. The forum illustrated that, thanks to
the proactive and foresight initiatives during
the last decades, the country has more room
for confident and strong calls for regional and
global involvement. Being the largest and the
most prosperous economy in the region, Ka-
zakhstan has been playing an active role in
regional developments. The ongoing geopo-
litical shifts in Eurasia have enabled Kazakh-
stan to redefine its diplomatic pursuits and

CITIES IN KAZAKHSTAN: THE THREE-

According to the most recent statis-
tics, Kazakhstan has experienced a
notable surge in urbanization, with
the urban population increasing
from 57.1% to 63.1% over the past
decade. This growth is largely driv-
en by internal migration from rural
areas to regional centers and major
cities such as Almaty and Astana
(Dknews.kz, 2025). The country is
approaching an important milestone
of 67% at which two-thirds of the
country's population will be urban
residents. This trend is viewed pos-
itively as it sets one of the pre-con-
ditions for economic development
stemming from spatial concentra-
tion of labor and capital. At the same
time, the government also sees it as
a challenge requiring consequent
infrastructural developments.

The urbanization trend reflects
deeper structural changes in Ka-
zakhstan’'s settlement patterns and
economic geography. What may ap-
pear to be a simple increase in the
urban population actually signifies
a profound spatial reorganization
of the country’s urban system and
settlement structure. Firstly, urban
growth in Kazakhstan has been
highly uneven across cities. In par-
ticular, it has been heavily concen-
trated in the largest urban centers,
especially those with populations

By 2024, this share had nearly tripled, reach-
ing 29.3%. This trend is especially evident in
cities with populations over one million (Bu-
reau of National Statistics, 2025). As of 2024,
Kazakhstan had three such cities, whereas
in 1989, according to the last Soviet census,
only Almaty had a population exceeding one
million (Soviet census, 1989).

Interestingly, medium-sized cities with pop-
ulations between 250,000 and 500,000 have
grown at nearly the same pace as the over-
all population, maintaining a stable demo-
graphic share of around 13-14% throughout
the period from 1989 to 2024. Despite the
general trend of urbanization, the share of
smaller cities, those with populations un-
der 250,000, has declined significantly since
1989 (Bureau of National Statistics, 2025).
This suggests that population growth in
these smaller cities has generally lagged be-
hind the national average. As a result, urban
growth in Kazakhstan has been heavily con-
centrated in large cities, while being far less
pronounced in smaller ones, further steep-
ening the country’'s urban hierarchy.

Compared to other Central Asian countries,
Kazakhstan's urbanization rate has been sig-

Although Kazakhstan lagged behind more

urbanized republics such as Russia, Ukraine,

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and Belarus, where 60-70% of the popula-
tion lived in cities by the end of the Soviet
era, it had a considerably higher share of ur-
ban residents than its Central Asian neigh-
bors. For example, Turkmenistan's urban
population accounted for 45%, followed by
Uzbekistan at just 40.9%, while Kyrgyzstan
and Tajikistan had urbanization rates below
40%, according to the last Soviet census
conducted in 1989 (Soviet census, 1989).

Since gaining independence, the differenc-
es in urbanization rates among the Central
Asian countries have persisted. Kazakhstan
has maintained its leading position, with the
urban population now exceeding 60% (Bu-
reau of National Statistics of Kazakhstan,
2025). Uzbekistan has only recently crossed
the 50% threshold, while Turkmenistan’s
urbanization rate remains below 50%. Ur-
banization levels remain particularly low in
Kyrgyzstan, at 38.2%, and in Tajikistan, where
not only has urbanization progressed slowly
since the collapse of the Soviet Union, but
the rural population has also grown at a
faster rate than the urban population. As a

result, only 28.5% of Tajikistan's pop-
ulation now lives in cities, compared
to 32.5% in the late Soviet period
(Soviet census, 1989; Statisticstimes.
com, 2025).

Undoubtedly, a myriad of factors
shape the spatial demographics and
the distribution of population be-
tween urban and rural areas, factors
that vary significantly across the five
Central Asian states. These include
differences in natural population
growth rates, migration patterns,
and regional disparities in economic
development. In many respects, the
five Central Asian countries differ
from one another more than one
might expect, given their geographic
proximity and the tendency to view
them as a single region. However,
the current urbanization and spa-
tial demographic trends in Kazakh-
stan and other Central Asian coun-
tries have, to a significant extent,
been shaped by processes that took
place during the Soviet period. The
stage of development at which these
countries gained independence, and
the inertia inherited from that era,
continues to play a decisive role in
shaping spatial demographics, in-
cluding the urban-rural distribution
of the population. Moreover, many
Central Asian countries have not un-
dertaken radical transformations or
reforms capable of overcoming the
legacy of the communist period and
establishing new developmental tra-
jectories.

The most fundamental baseline
that has to a great extent, set the
post-Soviet urbanization and spatial
demographic configuration can be
interpreted within the framework of
the so-called Three-Sector Theory
of economic development (Fisher,
1935; Clark, 1940; Fourastié, 1949).
The three-sector theory divides eco-
nomic development into three broad
sectors: primary sector — Agriculture,
mining, raw materials; secondary
sector — manufacturing, construc-

vices: education, healthcare, finance,
etc. The theory views economic de-
velopment as shifts of labor from
agriculture to industry and then to
services. It helps explain the growth
of cities and the spatial distribution
of labor (population) by showing
how economic development drives
structural shifts in  employment,
which in turn reshape settlement
patterns and urbanization.

The Three-Sector Theory views the
rise of cities from rural communities
largely as a consequence of indus-
trial development, particularly the
transition from the primary sector
(agriculture) to the secondary sec-
tor (industry). In Kazakhstan, this
process began in the late 19th and
early 20th centuries, during the co-
lonial expansion of the Russian Em-
pire into Central Asia. However, the
bulk of industrialization in Kazakh-
stan, as in the rest of Central Asia,
took place during the Soviet peri-
od, through several distinct waves.
These waves directly contributed to
the establishment and expansion of
many cities as industrial hubs, par-
ticularly during the early Soviet era.
For example, the period 1926-1939
witnessed rapid industrialization in
Kazakhstan, with the urbanization
rate rising from under 9% to nearly
30%, though at the cost of signifi-
cant human suffering. Subsequent
industrialization campaigns, ac-
companied by the resettlement of
non-indigenous populations into
urban areas, further increased the
urban share to 43.7% by 1959, 50.3%
by 1970, 53.5% by 1979, and 56.3%
by 1989 (Soviet census, 1926, 1959,
1970, 1979, 1989). These state-led
efforts laid the foundation for many
cities that would later form the core
of post-Soviet Kazakhstan's urban
structure, especially in the northern
and eastern regions of the country
e.g., Karaganda, Temirtau, Pavlodar,
and Ust-Kamenogorsk.

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These processes were replicated across the
rest of Central Asia, but to a lesser extent.
Kazakhstan, as an inner periphery, was geo-
graphically closer to the Soviet center, more
integrated into the broader Soviet system,
and structurally distinct from the more “re-
mote” peripheral republics of Central Asia.
This stands in contrast to the other repub-
lics, which were treated more as distant out-
posts relative to Moscow (Chinn and Kaiser,
2019). Moreover, Kazakhstan's abundance
of natural resources, including coal, oil, gas,
uranium, and various metals, was crucial for
the development of heavy industry, which
the Soviet leadership prioritized. Another
key factor was Kazakhstan's lower depen-
dence on agriculture, which stemmed from
its geography. Compared to republics like
Uzbekistan or Tajikistan, Kazakhstan had rel-
atively limited potential for traditional irri-
gated agriculture, making it more amenable
to large-scale industrial development. As a
result, despite having more or less similar
initial urbanization rates at the beginning
of the 20th century, the urbanization pro-
cess progressed much more slowly in the
rest of Central Asia compared to Kazakhstan.
For instance, Uzbekistan’s urbanization rate
was 20.9% in 1926 and is believed to have
reached only 33% by 1970. In Tajikistan, the

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process was even slower, with the
urban population reaching 22-24%
by 1959, 35% by 1979, and 32.5%
by 1989 (Soviet census, 1926, 1959,
1970, 1979, 1989).

The Three-Sector Theory predicts
that countries begin transition-
ing from the industrial phase to a
post-industrial economy when they
reach a stage of mature industrial-
ization and higher levels of income
and productivity. This stage, howev-
er, is quite abstract and difficult to
pinpoint precisely in practice. West-
ern economies, for example, are be-
lieved to have begun shifting toward
services in the mid-20th century. In
the Soviet Union, this transition oc-
curred later and at different times
across its republics. Nevertheless,
industrialization remained the dom-
inant economic paradigm up un-
til the very end of the USSR, which
gave the Soviet economy somewhat
unnatural characteristics by the time
of its collapse. As such, the dissolu-
tion of the Soviet Union marked a
clear dividing line, after which the

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rapid transition to post-industrial economies
became more evident. Today, all five Central
Asian economies are experiencing a grow-
ing service sector in large cities, measured
by the increasing share of labor employed in
services, though the pace of change varies
across countries. The share of labor in agri-
culture is declining throughout the region,
also at different rates, while the dynamics
of employment in the industrial sector are
more volatile and less clearly defined. As of
2025, Kazakhstan has the highest share of
labor in the service sector, at 66%, followed
by Uzbekistan with 58.2%, Kyrgyzstan with
51%, Turkmenistan with 44%, and Tajikistan
with 37%. The share of labor employed in
agriculture is lowest in Kazakhstan, at 12.1%,
and highest in Tajikistan, at 42.7% (World
Bank data, 2025).

In conclusion, cities in Central Asia are not
merely physical settlements, but are reflec-
tions of each country’s broader economic de-
velopment trajectory. The urban landscapes
observed today, especially in Kazakhstan, are
deeply rooted in patterns established during
the Soviet period, when industrialization, re-
source allocation, and centralized planning
shaped the spatial and economic structure
of the region. The differences in urbaniza-

Dolayi-
siyla Kirgizistan, bu slrecte alternatif finans-
man modelleri Gzerine degerlendirmeler yap-
malidir.

Ayrica, Kirgizistan'da insa edilmesi planlanan
hat, yuksek rakimli ve ekolojik agidan hassas
bolgelerden gecmektedir. Dogal yasam alan-
larinin tahribati, su kaynaklarinin kirlenmesi ve
yerel halkin yerinden edilmesi gibi riskler de
s6z konusudur. Kirgizistan'daki cevreci grup-
lar, Catir-Kol ve Arpa Vadisi gibi alanlarda ya-
pilacak insaat faaliyetlerine karsi endiselerini
dile getirmektedir. Yerel topluluklarin projeye
dahil edilmemesi ve karar alma stireglerinden
dislanmasi, sosyal huzursuzluklara neden ola-
bilir. Ozellikle insaat siirecinde yeterli cevresel
etki degerlendirmesinin yapilmamasi bu riski
artirmaktadir. Ayrica projenin gececedi glizer-
gah lzerinde yer alan bazi arkeolojik alanlarin
zarar gOrebilecegdi ve kiltirel mirasin tehdit
altinda oldugu da yerel kaynaklarca dile geti-
rilmektedir [Saparov ve Ibraimov, 2021].

Sonuc olarak degerlendirildiginde, CKO De-
miryolu’'nun &zellikle Kirgizistan ve Ozbe-
kistan icin blylk tarihi firsatlar sunduguna
siphe bulunmamaktadir. Ancak bu firsatin
surdirdlebilir bir basariya doénlsmesi, sade-
ce teknik ve ekonomik planlamalarla degil,
ayni zamanda seffaflik, cevresel duyarhlik
ve bdlgesel denge politikalariyla mimkin-
dir. Ancak ulkenin sinirh mali kaynaklar ve
mevcut borg yuku dikkate alindiginda, buyuk
oranda Cin finansmani ile ylrittlecek olan
projede Kirgizistan'in geri 6deme kapasitesi
blyik bir risk faktorudir. Bu tir projelerde
kullanilan kredi sozlesmelerinin icerdigi giz-
lilik maddeleri, borclu ulkelerin dis politika
manevra alanlarini daraltabilir. Bu baglamda,
Kirgizistanin mali seffaflik ve kamu denetimi
mekanizmalarini gliglendirmesi hayati dnem
tasimaktadir. Dolayisiyla CKO Demiryolu pro-
jesinin bolgesel bitlnlesmeyi tesvik etmesi
ve kalkinmayi hizlandirmasi icin ¢cok paydas-
Ii bir yonetisim modeline ihtiyag vardir. Yerel
halk, sivil toplum kuruluslar, akademi ve 6zel
sektor bu surece dahil edilmeli, sadece dev-
letler arasi diplomasiye bagl kalinmamalidir.

PROBLEMS OF INCLUSIVITY
IN THE URBAN SPACE OF
KAZAKHSTAN

According to the United Nations De-
partment of Economic and Social Af-
fairs’ definition, “inclusion is defined
as the process of improving the terms
of participation in society, particular-
ly for people who are disadvantaged,
through enhancing opportunities,
access to resources, voice and re-
spect for rights” [United Nations
Department of Economic and Social
Affairs, 2016]. Throughout time, in-
dividuals and groups have faced ex-
clusion and discrimination based on
various social, economic, and cultur-
al factors. This has not only affected
small minority groups but also large
segments of the population, such
as lower socio-economic classes or
women, who were often denied basic
rights and equal participation in pub-
lic life. Over time, there has been a
gradual shift toward greater inclusion
and recognition of these groups, with
many societies working to expand
rights, improve representation, and
reduce systemic inequalities. While
significant issues of wage gaps and
educational and career opportunities
persist for certain social groups in
even the most developed countries
[Purdy, 2023], overall improvements
can be observed and measured.

However, one group that requires
special attention when it comes to
inclusion, is disadvantaged in more

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fundamental ways - either mentally, phys-
ically, or in both. For such people, inclusion
means something much more basic - an abil-
ity to more or less freely and independently
interact with other people and the environ-
ment, do the basic everyday chores on their
own, and have at least a minimum-wage job.
Even such elementary benefits have only be-
come available for people with disabilities
(PWD) in recent history, and countries with
the strongest socio-economic nets. In the rest
of the world, PWD still live and suffer invisibly
in society, being unable to consistently inter-
act with anyone but their closest relatives and
friends if they are lucky to have them. Accord-
ing to the WHO (2022), there are around 1.3
billion people with disabilities in the world,
which represents 16% of the world’s popu-
lation, demonstrating the scale of the issue
of global inclusivity. Moreover, this group is
expected to grow in the future, as the world’s
population keeps getting older, and the el-
derly population has a higher chance of en-

evitable age-related failures of the
human body.

Regarding the issues of inclusion of
PWD in Kazakhstan, the discussion
regarding those problems is still in its
infancy. The country’s first-ever Con-
cept of Inclusive Policy was adopt-
ed quite recently, on December 30,
2024. According to the Concept itself
[Adilet.zan.kz, 2024], the previous
history of state policy development
in the field of inclusivity can be divid-
ed into three stages. During the first
stage (1991-2000), in 1991, the Law
“On Social Protection of Persons with
Disabilities in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan” was adopted, which established
the legislative framework for ad-
dressing disability-related issues. The
second stage (2000-2010) saw the
adoption of the laws “On Social and
Medical-Pedagogical ~ Correctional
Support for Children with Disabili-
ties” and "On Special Social Services,”
as well as amendments to the Law

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“On Social Protection of Persons with
Disabilities in the Republic of Kazakh-
stan.” This period emphasized reha-
bilitation of people with disabilities,
and two state programs in this area
were implemented. The third stage
(2011-2020) focused on developing
cooperation with public associations
and aligning national legislation with
international standards. It was during
this stage that Kazakhstan finally
ratified the United Nations Conven-
tion on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities on February 20, 2015. In
addition, in 2014, Kazakhstan for the
first time proclaimed the principle of
non-discrimination on the grounds
of disability and health status, which
was incorporated into the Concept of
Social Development of the Republic
of Kazakhstan until 2030.

Despite the lengthy legislative history
surrounding this issue, even individu-
als within the governmental system
recognize that, thus far, most initia-
tives aimed at inclusivity have been

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largely declarative rather than actionable.
Fundamental problems such as accessibility
to urban and workplace environments, as well
as access to high-quality medical services, re-
main unresolved [UNDP 2022]. Statistics from
the Doskaz platform support this claim; it is
an online map developed by a consortium
of local public organizations that provides
information about the accessibility, safety,
and comfort of public facilities for PWD and
people with reduced mobility (PRM) [Doskaz.
kz, n.d.]. According to the map, most public
facilities in the republic are either partially
accessible or entirely inaccessible. Transform-
ing declarations from draft laws into concrete
measures to enhance inclusiveness falls sole-
ly on local akimats, particularly regarding the
inclusivity of public spaces and the environ-
ment.

However, most local governments do not
demonstrate involvement in issues of inclu-
sivity. For instance, in Almaty, the country’s
biggest city, which is considered to be among
Kazakhstan's leaders in implementing inclu-
sive initiatives [DKnews, 2024], such a crucial

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tool of cooperation as the Council
for the Development of an Inclusive
Environment that brings together
the representatives of akimat, local
NCOs, and public figures, was only
created in February of 2024 [Turys-
bekov, 2024]. Currently, it is planned
that by the end of 2025, 30% of social
facilities will be adapted for PWD, and
by 2030, 75% of facilities [Vecherkz,
2024]. Thus, currently, the situation
in the most developed metropolis
of the country leaves much to be
desired. One of the examples that
clearly illustrates the situation hap-
pened recently in the Almaty metro
- a blind person was not able to dis-
tinguish between the open door of a
train and a space between the trains,
falling to his death into the gap [Ten-
grinews, 2024]. This incident sparked
a reaction, and the administration of
the metro quickly installed new pro-
tective structures [Zharbulova, 2025].
This situation demonstrates the typi-
cal reactive nature of local authorities
in such scenarios.

In other cities and regions of the coun-
try, the status quo regarding inclusiv-
ity is not better, and in most of them,
it is worse. For instance, according to
the governmental platform inva.gov.
kz (n.d.), there are more than 10,000
facilities in Almaty that are accessible
or partially accessible for PWD, while
several such facilities in other regions
or cities of the republic do not even
reach 4,000. For instance, there are
only 1,707 accessible or partially ac-
cessible facilities in Astana, and fewer
than 400 in the whole Ulytau region
[inva.gov.kz, n.d.]. While the numbers
seem to be inflated, the comparison
between the regions is still viable and
demonstrates that in some parts of
Kazakhstan, there might be almost
no PWD-friendly infrastructure what-
soever.

Assistance from society and govern-
ment to PWD, when it comes to in-
clusive urban environments, should
be multi-layered and comprehensive.

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There are numerous steps of different scales
that can be integrated into governmental
policies to ensure significant improvements
in this regard. Firstly, in terms of general city
planning, it is advised to focus on building
compact, dense, mixed-use, and walkable
cities, because such cities require shorter
distance trips and are more comfortable to
move in for PWD [Artieda et al., 2022]. Sec-
ondly, when it comes to transportation, it is
important to make public transportation (PT)
as accessible as possible for PWD. Installation
of low-floors and other PWD-friendly infra-
structure, provision of information through
visual, auditory, and tactile means, usage of
clear, large, and contrasting signage that can
be easily understood by all, and training PT
staff to help PWD are necessary. Thirdly, cur-
rent efforts of local governments to modify
existing public infrastructure in their cities
should be continued and further expanded
upon, making those efforts more systemic
and proactive. Finally, to ensure the quali-
ty and sufficiency of the measures taken, all
processes from planning to execution should
be monitored and evaluated by independent
non-governmental organisations that spe-
cialize in promoting and securing the inter-
ests of PWD.

It is important to note that the implementa-
tion of the measures listed above will benefit
not only PWD but also the whole society in
general. Any city that is comfortable for PWD
is also comfortable for any average resident,
because such cities are not car-oriented, they
have calmer traffic, less car accidents, more
comfortable and wider sideways for pedes-
trians, more convenient and accessible pub-
lic transportation for elderly and kids, and
more open and approachable public facilities
for everyone. Therefore, advocacy in favor of
the PWD-friendly urban planning should not
fall just on the shoulders of a vocal and em-
pathetic minority - the whole society should
participate in the process of making our cit-
ies more just, inclusive, and comfortable, as
everyone will be able to reap the benefits of
such transformations in the long run.
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IRAN'S NUCLEAR PROGRAM
AND RECENT DEVELOPMENTS

EBPA3UNNCKUIA HAYYHO-

Iran’s nuclear program has long been
a central issue in international rela-
tions, serving as a major source of
tension between Iran and the West.
It represents a protracted and unre-
solved process marked by a series
of complex events and diplomatic
challenges. Therefore, analyzing the
current  developments—particularly
those of 2025—without addressing
the program’s historical background
would be insufficient. In this context,
the present study aims to examine
key historical milestones in order to
provide a comprehensive analysis of
the events unfolding in 2025.

Iran’s nuclear program was initiated
in the 1950s under Shah Mohammad
Reza Pahlavi with support from the
United States as part of President
Dwight D. Eisenhower's "Atoms for
Peace” initiative, which promoted the
peaceful use of nuclear technology.
In 1967, the Tehran Nuclear Research
Center was established to advance ci-
vilian nuclear research. Iran became a
member of the International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA) in 1958, allow-
ing for regular inspections. Further-
more, by signing the Treaty on the
Non-Proliferation of nuclear weapons
(NPT) in 1968 and ratifying it in 1970,
[ran committed to limiting its nuclear
activities to peaceful purposes under
international oversight.

ing a comprehensive safeguards agreement
with the IAEA. That same year, the govern-
ment unveiled its first national nuclear ener-
gy development plan, which aimed to con-
struct 22 nuclear reactors with a combined
capacity of approximately 20 gigawatts (GW)
(Council on Foreign Relations, 2025). Conse-
guently, Iran was soon identified by Western
intelligence agencies and IAEA experts as a
“threshold state”—a country with the techni-
cal capability to produce weapons-grade ura-
nium if it chose to do so (Fuhrmann, 2009).

Between 1992 and 1993, the United States
and Israel publicly accused Iran of pursuing
a covert military nuclear program for the
first time, while Iranian officials maintained
that their nuclear activities were intended for
peaceful purposes (Huang, 2016). Tensions
escalated in 2003 when the IAEA discovered
undeclared uranium enrichment facilities in
Iran, whose capacity appeared to exceed civil-
ian needs (IAEA, 2003). Iran later admitted to
conducting both centrifuge and laser-based
enrichment experiments. That same year,
under mounting international pressure, Iran
signed the Additional Protocol to the NPT
and agreed to suspend uranium enrichment

In 2005, following the election of
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad as Presi-
dent, Iran resumed its nuclear activ-
ities and substantially reduced its en-
gagement in diplomatic negotiations.
This shift prompted the IAEA to issue
a resolution citing Iran’s non-com-
pliance with its nuclear safeguards’
obligations (IAEA, 2005). In response,
the United Nations Security Council
(UNSC) imposed a series of sanctions
between 2006 and 2010, including
bans on arms exports to Iran and
restrictions on the import of nucle-
ar-related materials and technologies
(UNSC Resolutions 1696 [2006], 1737
[2006], 1747 [2007], 1803 [2008],
1929 [2010]).

Concurrently, the United States and
the European Union imposed exten-
sive unilateral sanctions targeting
nearly all sectors of the Iranian econ-
omy, including trade, finance, tech-
nology, and energy (Katzman, 2020).
Despite these comprehensive restric-
tions, Iran successfully completed
the development of a full nuclear
fuel cycle. This milestone prompted
Tehran to re-enter negotiations with
Western powers in an effort to ease
tensions and seek a diplomatic res-
olution.

In 2015, Iran and the P5+1 group—
comprising the United States, the
United Kingdom, France, Russia,
China, and Germany—reached the
Joint Comprehensive Plan of Ac-
tion (JCPOA), a landmark agreement
aimed at resolving the nuclear dis-
pute. Under the terms of the JCPOA,
Iran agreed to limit its nuclear pro-
gram and submit to long-term inter-
national monitoring in exchange for
the gradual lifting of economic sanc-
tions. The agreement was formally
signed on July 14, 2015, and subse-

In May 2018, the United States (US) unilat-
erally withdrew from the JCPOA under Pres-
ident Donald Trump's administration and re-
imposed comprehensive sanctions on lran.
Although Tehran initially continued to comply
with the agreement for nearly a year, it grad-
ually resumed its nuclear activities beginning
in May 2019. Iran began restoring the oper-
ational capacities of key facilities previously
limited under the JCPOA, including the ura-
nium enrichment site at Natanz, the heavy
water reactor at Arak, and the underground
plant at Fordow. Following the collapse of
the agreement, Iran significantly expanded its
enrichment capabilities, reportedly reaching
uranium purity levels of up to 60% at Natanz
by April 2021—far exceeding the JCPOA's
3.67% limit (IAEA, 2021). In November 2024,
Tehran notified the IAEA of plans to install
an additional 6.000 centrifuges at the facili-
ty (Albright, Burkhard and Faragasso, 2024).
Moreover, by February 2021, Iran had severe-

sites, effectively suspending regular
inspections and reducing transpar-
ency.

In April 2021, the Biden administra-
tion initiated indirect negotiations
with Iran in Vienna with the objec-
tive of reviving the JCPOA (Erlanger,
2021). These talks, facilitated by the
European Union, brought togeth-
er the remaining P5+1 countries, as
well as Iran. Although US officials
did not engage directly with their
[ranian counterparts, they participat-
ed through intermediaries, working
closely with the other signatories to
outline a roadmap for mutual com-
pliance and a phased return to the
agreement’s original terms. Despite
these concerted efforts, the negoti-
ations ultimately failed to produce a
breakthrough, highlighting the en-
during complexities surrounding the
JCPOA's restoration.

As of today, Iran possesses the tech-
nical capabilities, expertise, and ac-
cess to fissile materials necessary to
develop weapons of mass destruc-
tion. The accelerating accumulation
of highly enriched uranium has raised
concerns even among traditional-
ly neutral or cautious states. Given
this context, any significant external
pressure or internal political upheav-
al could prompt Iranian leadership to
cross the critical threshold and decide
to weaponize its nuclear program.
According to IAEA estimates, Iran's
enriched uranium stockpile would be
sufficient to manufacture roughly six
nuclear weapons (Eisenstadt, 2024).

On April 12, 2025, the United States
and Iran launched a series of nego-
tiations aimed at reaching a peace-
ful nuclear agreement, following a
letter from President Donald Trump
to Iran's Supreme Leader, Ayatollah
Ali Khamenei (Fassihi, 2025). The let-
ter set a 60-day deadline for Iran to
reach an agreement. The first round

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cat on April 12, 2025, led by US Special Envoy
Steve Witkoff and Iranian Foreign Minister
Abbas Araghchi. At the time, both the Iranian
Foreign Ministry and the White House de-
scribed the discussions as constructive.

The second round of negotiations, mediated
by Oman, was held in Rome on April 19, 2025,
once again involving indirect talks between
Witkoff and Araghchi (Motamedi, 2025). This
was followed by a third high-level round in
Muscat approximately a week later, along-
side a technical meeting aimed at drafting
the framework for a potential nuclear agree-
ment. The expert-level talks were led by Mi-
chael Anton for the United States and Majid
Takht-Ravanchi for Iran.

The central point of contention between the
two sides remains Iran’s uranium enrichment
activities. Iran seeks the lifting of sanctions in
exchange for limiting its nuclear program to a
level that would prevent it from developing a
nuclear weapon. The United States, however,
proposed a deal requiring the complete ces-
sation of Iran's enrichment activities—a pro-
posal Iran rejected, stating that it crossed its
"red lines". Tehran indicated it was preparing
a formal response, including its own coun-
terproposal. Iran announced that the talks—
temporarily paused due to the U.S. insistence

On May 31, the IAEA reported that Iran
had amassed a record quantity of weap-
ons-grade enriched uranium. On June 12,
the IAEA declared that Iran was in violation
of its non-proliferation commitments (Murh-
py, 2025). In the early hours of June 13, 2025,
following the expiration of the 60-day dead-
line, Israel launched large-scale attacks on
Iranian nuclear facilities and the residences
of senior Iranian nuclear scientists. The Israel
Defense Forces stated that the operation was
carried out in response to Iran having “signifi-
cantly advanced” its nuclear weapons devel-
opment. In the aftermath of the attacks, Iran
announced the indefinite suspension of nu-
clear negotiations (Rezaei, Reddy and Campa,
2025).

The recent Israeli strikes targeting Iran’s nu-
clear infrastructure primarily inflicted pinpoint
damage on above-ground storage facilities,
power supply systems, and communication
networks. However, neither Israel nor any oth-

bility to fully eliminate Iran's nuclear
program, as a significant portion of
its facilities are located underground
and are heavily fortified against aeri-
al or missile attacks (Eisenstadt, Palti,
Ross and Stroul, 2025).

Natanz hosts one of Iran’s primary
uranium enrichment facilities, com-
prising both above-ground and un-
derground installations. Thousands
of centrifuges operate at this site,
which sustained damage during re-
cent Israeli strikes but continues to
function. In Isfahan, a major nuclear
technology center is located, housing
a uranium conversion plant as well as
research facilities dedicated to nucle-
ar fuel production.

The escalation of tensions between
Israel and Iran has significantly di-
minished the prospects of resolving
the lranian nuclear issue through
diplomatic means. Tehran increasing-

Kazakhstan's longstanding multi-vector
policy is a foreign policy mechanism
aimed at balancing diplomatic, eco-
nomic, and security ties among Rus-
sia, China, the West, and regional and
inter-governmental institutions. The
security landscape of Central Asia
is shaped by a complex interplay of
traditional and non-traditional secu-
rity concerns, spanning internal and
external, military and non-military
dimensions. While such a typology
may seem straightforward, the re-
gion’s security architecture is distin-
guished by the interwoven nature of
these concerns, where localized and
transnational challenges interact
in mutually reinforcing ways. Many
of them transcend national bound-
aries, linking the regional security
complex to broader international
frameworks. As Lemon (2018) notes,
such interconnectedness calls for a
more coordinated and collective re-
sponse among Central Asian states,
encouraging them to align strate-
gies and pool resources.

Since the early 1990s, Central Asia
has undergone a significant geo-
political shift. The dissolution of the
Soviet Union catalyzed the emer-
gence of independent republics that
quickly sought to engage with major
global powers and establish sover-
eign foreign policies (Sullivan, 2019).

Over the past three decades, Central Asia
has become a key arena of Eurasian geo-
politics. Developments such as China’s Belt
and Road Initiative (2013), the US withdraw-
al from Afghanistan (2021), and the Rus-
sia-Ukraine war (2022) have heightened the
region’s strategic relevance and redefined
security priorities.

Amid these changes, Kazakhstan has
emerged as a pivotal actor in maintaining
regional stability. Its multi-vector foreign
policy functions as a core strategic tool, al-
lowing the country to sustain balanced re-
lationships both within the region and with
external powers. This approach supports
Kazakhstan's engagement in key multilateral
organizations, including the Commonwealth
of Independent States (CIS), Collective Se-
curity Treaty Organization (CSTO), Shanghai
Cooperation Organization (SCO), Eurasian
Economic Union (EAEU), and the Organiza-
tion of Turkic States (OTS), through which
it promotes diplomatic dialogue, econom-
ic cooperation, and joint security initiatives
(Vanderhill et al., 2020).

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Kazakhstan's foreign policy is marked
by deliberate pragmatism. The abil-
ity to take proactive positions while
maintaining neutrality when neces-
sary has enabled it to navigate shift-
ing geopolitical dynamics and bal-
ance competing regional interests
(Sullivan, 2019; Abbasova, 2022). Its
abstention from the UN General As-
sembly vote on Ukraine's territorial
integrity (Yuneman 2023), and Presi-
dent Tokayev's public stance against
recognizing the Russian-backed ter-
ritories of Donetsk People’s Republic
(DPR) and Luhansk People’s Republic
(LPR), illustrate a nuanced diplomat-
ic posture that preserves both flexi-
bility and independence (The Astana
Times, 2022).

Under the current international geo-
political circumstances, it would be
useful to analyze the balance and
priorities of the multi-vector poli-
cy direction which Astana pursues
to solidify its position. First and
foremost, the Russia-Ukraine war
in 2022 has reinforced the further
disruption of the regional security
network since both countries were
members of CIS, which despite not
being a security-oriented organiza-
tion like CSTO allowed for deeper
cooperation among regional states.
Moreover, sanctions imposed on
Moscow caused a spillover negative
effect on Kazakhstan's economy. In
response, Astana has in fact accel-
erated its quest for new economic
and diplomatic partners. For exam-
ple, President Tokayev's trips to Chi-
na in 2023 yielded major trade and
infrastructure agreements, signaling
a boost in Sino-Kazakh cooperation
(Dukeev, 2023). The government also
looked to multilateral forums when
it concluded a Free Trade Agreement
with the Eurasian Economic Union
and lran in 2023 (Official Informa-
tion Source of the Prime Minister of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, 2023)
and Singapore in 2025 (The Astana

As for security perspectives, Astana
pursues to enhance its military coop-
eration with different partner coun-
tries like the US, European Union
(EV), China, and Turkiye. Moreover,
these efforts are not limited to these
major players but also reach out to
other countries; establishing military
cooperation with Qatar is exempla-
ry in this regard (Nurmaganbetova,
2024). Thus, 2022 has pushed Ka-
zakhstan onto a path of enriching its
economic, foreign policy, and securi-
ty partner selections to bring a more
balanced perspective on its foreign

policy.

The effect of these initiatives is
steadily gaining momentum with
Kazakhstan's defense budget rising
up to 11.6% in 2023 compared with
2022 (roughly 1.2 trillion tenge, or
$2.5 billion); the 2023 January-Au-
gust period was already 6.8% higher
than the previous year, as the Astana
signals the need to bolster its own
forces (Sakenova, 2023). Although

$5.2 billion on defense and law en-
forcement portrays a rather different
picture (The Caspian Post, 2024).

As such, while Astana is paying more
attention to strengthening its inter-
nal defense capabilities, it is not ne-
glecting cooperation opportunities
with major regional actors, includ-
ing, first and foremost, Russia. For
instance, during the January events
of 2022, Astana invoked Article 4 of
the Collective Security Treaty Orga-
nization (CSTO) on January 5, 2022;
a move called in the Russia-led
CSTO peacekeeping force - the first
such deployment in the bloc’s 30-
year history, which marked a high-
stakes moment for Kazakhstan's se-
curity alignment (Eurasianet, 2022).
CSTO troops landed on Almaty on
January 9, 2022 (Gosselin-Malo,
2022) and by January 13 President
Tokayev announced that order had
largely been restored and that for-
eign forces could begin withdrawing

2022). In early 2024 President Tokayev called
the CSTO ‘a guarantor of security’ after the
end of one-year Kazakh chairmanship of the
CSTO (Omirgazy, 2024). Hence, at the lead-
ership level, Kazakhstan remains a founding
CSTO member and even supplies the organi-
zation'’s secretary-general, Imangali Tasmag-
ambetov (Otkjeer, 2025).

In line with its multi-vector policy, Kazakh-
stan has also been developing its relations
with the Turkic States under the umbrella of
the OTS. Kazakhstan continues to strength-
en its security and defense ties with Turki-
ye, a country that managed to increase its
conventional military strength in different
areas, and which unmanned aerial vehicles
and armed unmanned aerial vehicles are
deemed to be one of the most effective ones
(Bicer, 2022). During President TokayevV's visit
to Tirkiye in May 2022, the sides signed a

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number of agreements in economy, securi-
ty, trade, and other fields in order to elevate
the level of strategic partnership between
Astana and Ankara. Among them one of the
most significant developments is the agree-
ment between Turkish Aerospace Industries
(TUSAS) and Kazakhstan Engineering, allow-
ing for the licensed production of Turkiye's
Anka unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs) in
Kazakhstan. This makes Kazakhstan the first
country outside Tiirkiye to receive both the
license and the necessary facilities to man-
ufacture the Anka UAV. Likewise, the two
countries also formalized a military intelli-
gence cooperation agreement (Bicer, 2022).

Thus, 2022 marked a starting point for a re-
calibration of Kazakhstan's multi-vector poli-
cy. From the security perspective, Astana has
kept its strong ties to the CSTO alongside
distancing itself from Moscow’s foreign pol-
icy agenda. Additionally, Kazakhstan has in-
creased its military expenditure to boost do-
mestic capabilities via, for instance, using its
close ties with Ankara to strike a deal in get-
ting a license to produce Anka UAVs in the
country, which has shown its both military
and civilian usage capabilities in different
conditions and countries. Astana strives to
re-consider the narrative of its multi-vector
policy towards a more proactive approach
aimed at opening new areas of diplomatic,
economic, and security cooperation alter-
natives with different countries, including

One of the changes brought by the
Russia-Ukraine war since 2022 is the
revival of the Trans-Caspian Interna-
tional Transport Route (TITR), known
as the Middle Corridor. It is a mul-
timodal transport route that covers
land and water areas to connect
China with Europe through the terri-
tories of Central Asia and the South
Caucasus. Cargo originating from
China crosses Kazakhstan, the Cas-
pian Sea, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and
Tarkiye, and finally reaches Europe.

Sanctions imposed on Russia have
enabled the Middle Corridor to by-
pass the Northern Corridor as a
main route between China and Eu-
rope. It became challenging to use
the Northern Corridor through the
territory of Russia for the shipment
of goods. Despite its advantages
over the Middle Corridor in terms of
cargo volumes and transportation
time, it has lost its dominance in a
short period of time. The tonnage of
cargo transported along the North-
ern Corridor has decreased by 56%
in 2023. On the contrary, shipment
along the Middle Corridor achieved
a 77% increase in 2023 compared
to 2022 (Dupuy, 2024). As a result,
the cargo volume along the Mid-
dle Corridor reached 18% of that
transported via the Northern Cor-
ridor (Zhang, 2025). In 2024, about

This figure can further increase up to 11 mil-
lion tons by 2030, according to the World
Bank’s estimate (World Bank, 2023). While
the Middle Corridor is considered an alter-
native route to the Northern Corridor due
to the sanctions against Russia, the question
of its future after the war arises. The grow-
ing interests and contributions made by the
countries along the corridor suggest that it
can turn into a strategic route.

China had already contributed to the de-
velopment of infrastructure along the Mid-
dle Corridor before 2022. However, it has
become more active in strengthening the
transport route in the last few years. It has
established partnerships with the Middle
Corridor states and engaged in improving
logistics. President of the People's Republic
of China Xi Jinping signed agreements with
the President of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart
Tokayev on the development of the Middle
Corridor during the China-Central Asia Sum-
mit in 2023, as well as during the official visit
of Tokayev to China in 2024. The agreements
aim to increase the trade volume and im-

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prove the infrastructure along the transport
route through Kazakhstan. One of the agree-
ments is a Memorandum of Understanding
to build the Tacheng-Ayagoz railway line
between the countries which is expected to
be operational by 2027 (Bachmann, 2023).
Furthermore, in 2024, China, together with
Kazakhstan, completed the construction of
a cargo terminal in Xi'an, which significant-
ly boosts container trains’ capacity (Railway
Supply, 2024).

In addition, China engaged in partnerships
with Georgia and Azerbaijan. It signed an
agreement with Georgia to jointly develop
the TITR in 2024. The parties agreed to in-
crease cargo flows, improve transport in-
frastructure and services, and cooperate in
the spheres of transport security and digita-
lization (Tabatadze, 2024). Moreover, China
is planning to construct a deep-sea port in
Anaklia on the Black Sea coast, which will
accelerate the shipment along the corridor
(Akhmedova and Gelashvili, 2025). A strate-
gic partnership with Azerbaijan was estab-
lished in the same year during the Shang-
hai Cooperation Organization Summit by
adopting a Joint Declaration.

The EU is also being active in trans-
forming the Middle Corridor into
a major high-capacity transport
route. The European Commission
announced a 10 billion Euro com-
mitment during the Global Gateway
Investors Forum in 2024 to foster the
development of transport corridors,
including the TITR (European Com-
mission, 2024). The potential of the
corridor has been discussed during
the EU-Central Asia Summit this
year. The summit for the first time
brought together all the leaders of
the five countries of Central Asia and
the heads of EU institutions. During
the summit, the leaders discussed
the importance of modernization of
the Middle Corridor, particularly de-
veloping a coordination platform for
infrastructure projects (Council of
the European Union, 2025). To sup-
port this initiative, the EU allocated
a 3 billion EUR investment out of a
total 12 billion EUR investment for
Central Asia (Poptawski, 2025).

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In addition, some of the EU states
established bilateral partnerships
with the corridor states and took
part in the development of logistics.
Austria’s leading logistics company,
OBB Rail Group, signed an agree-
ment with Azerbaijan to expand the
freight traffic along the TITR. Dan-
ish and Finnish shipping companies
launched rail services through the
route to further accelerate cargo
traffic from China to Central Europe
(Dupuy, 2024).

The Middle Corridor is an essential
transport route for the shipment of
goods between China and the EU,
but its role extends beyond these
countries. It also enhances the re-
gional trade opportunities for coun-
tries of Central Asia and the South
Caucasus located along the route,
such as Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan and
Georgia. They are highly interested
in the development of the Middle
Corridor, as it offers significant op-
portunities to expand their trade. In
2021, these countries accounted for
two-thirds of the total trade flows
along the corridor. In the following
year, trade turnover reached 45% in
Kazakhstan and Georgia, and 72% in
Azerbaijan (World Bank, 2023).

Seeing the benefits of the operation
of the Middle Corridor, these states
have increased their initiatives to
take part in its expansion and mod-
ernization. In particular, they have
contributed to the development of
hard infrastructure to minimize con-
gestion along the route and increase
cargo volumes. In 2024, Azerbaijan
completed the modernization in
its territory of the Baku-Thilisi-Kars
railway line, which crosses the ter-
ritories of Azerbaijan, Georgia and
Tarkiye. With these improvements in
near future cargo volume is expect-
ed to rise further reaching the target
of 5 million tons of cargo per year.
In addition, Kazakhstan and Georgia
will jointly invest in the construc-
tion of a multimodal terminal at the

Furthermore, the Middle Corridor states
have jointly worked on the optimization of
the soft infrastructure. In 2023, they estab-
lished the Middle Corridor Multimodal Joint
Venture to coordinate the development of
multimodal services along the corridor. This
initiative is expected to further enhance the
operation of the Middle Corridor by dis-
tinguishing it from other transport routes
(Sharifli, 2024).

Improvements at the Middle Corridor have
already attracted the interests of external ac-
tors. Specifically, there is a growing interest
from the East Asian states in using the Mid-
dle Corridor for cargo shipment. For exam-
ple, Japan has tried the corridor to transfer
the trade cargo to Turkiye. As a result, the
transit time constituting 46-60 days through
sea lanes has decreased to 15-20 days (Da-
yar, 2025). Such a considerable decrease in
transit time can affect other East Asian states
to use the Middle Corridor.

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Along with important achievements
in its development, however, the
Middle Corridor faces challenges
that may undermine its potential if
not properly addressed. The main
problem that has complicated the
operation of the Middle Corridor
is difficulties with building infra-
structure on the multimodal route
(Rudenshiold, 2024). There is a
shortage of vessels and railways, as
well as problems with the speed of
maritime and land transports. In-
sufficient capacity of seaports and
railways creates bottlenecks in car-
go traffic and thus increases transit
time. At the same time the weather
conditions in the Caspian Sea might
create additional unaccounted de-
lays. Challenges with shipment also
cause high and unstable transport
prices, which negatively affect the
image of the Middle Corridor (World
Bank, 2023).

There are also problems related to
soft infrastructure across the Mid-
dle Corridor. The countries along the
route don't have a standardized tariff
and customs system, which compli-
cates and prolongs cargo shipment.
Standardization, as well as digitaliza-
tion of the cargo control processes,
would considerably simplify the op-
eration of the corridor. World Bank
experts (2023) also pointed out the
importance of establishing formal
instruments of coordination, as well
as facilitating the digitalization of
the corridor. In order to achieve ef-
fective coordination and digitaliza-
tion, there is a need for data sharing
standardization, policy harmoniza-
tion and political will.

However, it is important to mention
that the Middle Corridor states are
working to address these issues. The
abovementioned Middle Corridor
Multimodal Joint Venture focuses
on improving and digitising cargo
control and terminal procedures. Ka-

Information on the railways of Kazakhstan
and Azerbaijan was uploaded to the plat-
form and Georgia is expected to upload next
(Sakenova, 2024). It is important to further
continue this work and fully transition to
electronic documents. The Middle Corridor
countries should put efforts into jointly con-
trolling the operation of the corridor.

Another problem that impedes the develop-
ment of the Middle Corridor is a dramatic
imbalance between westbound and east-
bound trade flows. In 2021, trade along the
westbound direction of the corridor amount-
ed to four-fifths of the total trade volumes
(World Bank, 2023). This suggests that the
bulk of the cargo is shipped from China
and other Middle Corridor states to Europe,
while freight flows from European states are
considerably less. For this reason, the rise of
the total trade volume of the Middle Corri-
dor depends on the increasing cargo flows
from the EU states.

The boom of the Middle Corridor is connect-
ed with the Russian-Ukraine war, which will
end at some point. It is possible that Russia

Therefore, in order to keep its current
position as a key transport route, not just
an alternative to the Northern Corridor, the
Middle Corridor needs a comprehensive ap-
proach to manage these issues. Developing
hard infrastructure, as well as implementing
joint coordination and digitalization, are
necessary steps on this way.
