On 20 December 2025, the first summit
of the Central Asia plus Japan Dialogue
(CA+JAD) was held in Tokyo at the level
of heads of government. Hosted by
Japan’s Prime Minister, Takaichi Sanae,
the summit was attended by the
presidents of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz
Republic, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and
Uzbekistan.

Having pioneered the "Central Asia
plus” format as early as 2004, Japan
was nevertheless relatively slow to
elevate the initiative to the highest
political level, despite the growing
popularity of the CA+ framework
among other partners. Since 2004,
the Central Asia plus Japan Dialogue
has convened ten meetings at the
level of foreign ministers, underscor-
ing the institutional continuity of the
format. However, efforts to upgrade
the dialogue to a leaders’ summit
were repeatedly deferred. Japan ini-
tially planned to host the first lead-
ers’ summit in 2024 to mark the
twentieth anniversary of the launch of
the Central Asia plus Japan Dialogue.
Yet a series of domestic political
disruptions in Japan led first to the
postponement and subsequently to
the cancellation of the meeting fol-
lowing Prime Minister Fumio Kishi-
da'’s resignation. His successor, Prime
Minister Shigeru Ishiba, was likewise
unable to convene the summit owing

Times, 2024]. It was only after her
election in October 2025 that Prime
Minister Takaichi Sanae moved deci-
sively to advance the long-delayed
summit, prioritizing the revitalization
of Japan’s engagement with the Central
Asian states as one of her first for-
eign policy initiatives.

In fact, the geopolitical shifts of recent
years have significantly accelerated
Japan's efforts to advance and recali-
brate the level of its partnership with
Central Asia. The Russian—-Ukrainian
war, combined with the intensifica-
tion of China’s regional engagement,
has elevated Central Asia’s geostra-
tegic significance and prompted re-
newed international attention to the
region. This reassessment is reflected
in the growing number of high-lev-
el diplomatic initiatives, including
the United States’ first-ever summit
with all Central Asian leaders at the
White House. More recently, Presi-
dent Trump's invitation of the presi-
dents of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
to the G20 summit next year further
illustrates the renewed interest in
the region and, more importantly,
the increasing recognition of Central
Asian states as autonomous actors
in international politics rather than
as post-Soviet satellites — a percep-
tion that had long prevailed [Reuters,
2025].

Other external partners have simi-
larly intensified their engagement.
The European Union, while main-
taining its status as a long-standing
strategic partner of Central Asia, has
demonstrated heightened interest
through more frequent high-level in-
teractions, including summits within
the Central Asia plus framework. Ac-
tors beyond the traditional Euro-At-
lantic and East Asian space, such as
the Gulf states, have also entered
the region diplomatically, holding
their inaugural summits in the CA+
format. Japan'’s regional competitors,
South Korea, have likewise worked to

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deepen their partnerships with Central Asia,
although, similar to Japan, the elevation of
its CA+ dialogue to the highest level was
postponed due to domestic political chang-
es [UzDaily, 2025]. Therefore, the convening
of the Japan—Central Asia summit was of
considerable importance for Japan's foreign
policy. It served not only to reaffirm Tokyo's
sustained interest in the region but also to
underscore Japan's aspiration to maintain its
standing as a diplomatic power with an ac-
tive and credible presence in Eurasian affairs.

Against this backdrop, at the summit Japan
introduced the Tokyo Initiative, identifying
“Green and Resilience,” “"Connectivity,” and
“Human Resource Development” as the three
priority areas for enhancing future coopera-
tion with the region [MOFA, 2025]. Among
them, the Green and Resilience pillar places
particular emphasis on industrial develop-
ment aligned with climate change mitigation
and adaptation requirements. Japan and the
Central Asian leaders agreed to develop en-
ergy transition roadmaps aimed at achieving
net-zero emissions, alongside joint efforts to

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modernize regional energy infrastructure. To
operationalize this agenda, Japan proposed
the organization of a dedicated ministeri-
al-level meeting on environmental issues, as
well as an inter-agency meeting on the green
economy and resilience involving Japan and
the Central Asian states.

Furthermore, Japan's well-established ex-
pertise in disaster risk reduction and re-
silience is to be leveraged to expand co-
operation through the implementation of
two flagship initiatives: Enhancing Urban
ResiliencetoDisasterRiskandClimateChangein
Central Asia and Strengthening the System for
Region-Wide Disaster Risk Reduction in
Central Asia. Both projects are supported by
the Japanese government and implement-
ed in collaboration with the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP). In addi-
tion, seismic reinforcement of Central Asian
cities featured prominently on the summit
agenda, with plans to advance earthquake
prevention measures through technical assis-
tance provided under the Japan-World Bank
Program for Mainstreaming Disaster Risk
Management.

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With regard to connectivity, the sum-
mit discussions focused on strength-
ening partnerships in logistics,
transportation, and people-to-peo-
ple exchanges. In this context, the
parties welcomed Japan's intention
to deploy its Official Development
Assistance (ODA) to support the
development of the Trans-Caspian
International Transport Route, with
the aim of enhancing Central Asia's
regional and extra-regional con-
nectivity. The discussions also ad-
dressed measures to facilitate tour-
ism, including the potential opening
of direct flights between Japan and
Central Asian countries, as well as
the expansion of people-to-people
exchanges through inter-municipal,
inter-parliamentary, academic, and
student exchange programs.

In addition, the summit highlighted
the growing potential of coopera-
tion in emerging technologies, par-
ticularly through the launch of the
“Japan-Central Asia Al Cooperation
Partnership”. This area was identi-
fied as especially promising in light
of Central Asian states’ ambitions to
advance Al capabilities and Japan's
well-established expertise in innova-
tion-driven technological develop-
ment.

Human resource development, tra-
ditionally a cornerstone of Japan'’s
engagement with Central Asia, ex-
pectedly remained one of the key
areas of cooperation. The partner-
ship is set to continue through es-
tablished mechanisms such as the
Japan Centers for Human Resource
Development, the Project for Human
Resource Development Scholarship
(JDS), the Japan—-IMF Scholarship Pro-
gram for Asia (JISPA), the ADB-Japan
Scholarship Program (ADB-JSP), and
other related initiatives. Within this
pillar, particular attention was also
devoted to cooperation in promot-
ing women's empowerment, as well
as to programs targeting industrial
personnel, including employees of

Collectively, these initiatives function
as important links between Japanese
and Central Asian societies.

On the sidelines of the summit, par-
ticular emphasis was placed on prac-
tical economic engagement between
business communities. During the
Business Forums, Japan articulated
a five-year benchmark for business
projects amounting to approximate-
ly $19 billion as part of its broader
strategy to deepen economic ties
with Central Asian states [Japan
Times, 2025]. Overall, more than 150
documents, including memoranda
of understanding, agreements, and
project frameworks, were signed
and presented during the meetings.
In addition, Japan confirmed its in-
tention to extend support through
its Official Development Assistance
(ODA), including one grant aid proj-
ect and one loan for Uzbekistan, as
well as four grant aid projects for
Kyrgyzstan and two grant aid proj-
ects for Tajikistan [Prime Minister’s
Office of Japan, 2025].

It should be recalled that Japan has
generally pursued a “mission-ori-
ented” approach toward the region,
even as Central Asia has often re-
mained peripheral within Tokyo's
foreign policy priorities. Earlier re-
assessments of the region began in
2004, when Foreign Minister Yoriko
Kawaguchi visited four Central Asian
states and launched the Central Asia
plus Japan Dialogue at the foreign
ministers’ level. This was followed
by Prime Minister Junichiro Koizumi’s
visits to Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
in August 2006 - the first official
visits by a Japanese prime minis-
ter to the region. However, this ini-
tial momentum was not sustained
by Koizumi’s successors. A renewed
attempt to elevate Japan's engage-
ment emerged only in October 2015,
when Prime Minister Shinzo Abe un-
dertook a landmark tour of all five

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Central Asian states, becoming the first Japanese
prime minister to visit Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and
Turkmenistan. Despite the high expectations
generated in the aftermath of this tour, no sub-
stantial follow-up initiatives materialized, and
Central Asia gradually receded in Japan's foreign
policy agenda as Indo-Pacific issues moved to
the forefront [Muratbekova, 2022].

Therefore, the 2025 summit reflects anoth-
er attempt to re-embed Central Asia within
Japan's strategic outlook by consolidating
existing partnerships and upgrading them
to address the region’s rising geopolitical sa-
lience. Japan's engagement with Central Asia
continues to rest on its traditional areas of
cooperation, while increasingly prioritizing
emerging fields such as artificial intelligence
and green energy.

At the bilateral level, on the margins of the
summit, Kazakhstan concluded commer-
cial agreements exceeding $3.7 billion. In
his address, President Kassym-Jomart Toka-
yev highlighted several promising avenues
for cooperation, including nuclear energy,

Uzbekistan's President Shavkat Mirziyoyev
proposed the development of a Central Asia—
Japan Cooperation Strategy 2040 to provide
a long-term framework for promoting sus-
tainable cooperation. He also outlined sever-
al practical initiatives, including the establish-
ment of an Investment Fund for Infrastructure
and Industrial Development in Central Asia,
a regional network of Japanese technoparks,
a "Central Asia—Japan Digital Hub," and a
Regional Renewable Energy Training Center
in Tashkent. In addition, he suggested cre-
ating a Regional Advanced Training Center
in Tashkent to train engineers and architects
to strengthen seismic preparedness, as well
as hosting the first Meeting of Ministers of
Education in the "Central Asia plus Japan”
format in Uzbekistan next year [Prezident.uz,
2025].

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In his address, Kyrgyzstan's President Sadyr
Zhaparov underscored the centrality of cli-
mate change and sustainable development
on the agenda, noting that as a mountainous
country Kyrgyzstan is particularly vulnerable
to their impacts. He emphasized the transi-
tion to a green economy and the develop-
ment of renewable energy technologies, ex-
pressing interest in the transfer of Japanese
green technologies and the creation of new
financing mechanisms for environmental
projects. Cooperation in the digital sphere,
through joint digital initiatives, the transfer
of advanced Japanese technologies, and the
training of engineering and IT specialists,
was also identified as a key priority. Addition-
ally, he highlighted tourism as an important
sector and invited Japanese partners to par-
ticipate in the development of the "Ala-Too
Resort.” [Kabar, 2025].

President of Tajikistan Emomali Rahmon like-
wise underscored the priority of green en-
ergy, particularly the further development
of the country’'s substantial hydropower po-
tential, which he identified as a cornerstone
of Tajikistan’'s real economy. In this context,
he emphasized the role of water diplomacy,
referencing the “Dushanbe Water Process” as
a platform for advancing regional and glob-
al cooperation on water security. President
Rahmon also drew attention to Tajikistan's
interest in modernizing road and railway in-
frastructure and in strengthening national
capacities in artificial intelligence through
technical support and assistance from Japan,
viewing these areas as essential for long-
term economic modernization and connec-
tivity [Prezident.tj, 2025].

President of Turkmenistan Serdar Berdimu-
hamedov also emphasized the “green tran-
sition” as a key vector of cooperation with
Japan. He highlighted the urgency of ad-
dressing climate change, including support
for initiatives to establish specialized re-
gional institutions — a Regional Center for
Climate Technologies in Central Asia. In ad-
dition, President Berdimuhamedov identi-
fied the development of transport and tran-
sit connectivity, human capital formation,
and digital cooperation as priority areas for
partnership. He proposed the creation of a
dedicated platform, the “Dialogue between

Overall, the speeches of Central Asian lead-
ers demonstrate broad alignment with
Japan's agenda, alongside a shared interest
in deepening cooperation in areas such as
climate change, green technologies, artificial
intelligence, and digital transformation. At
the same time, the leaders expressed strong
interest in applying Japan's advanced expe-
rience in fields including water diplomacy,
seismic preparedness, and transport infra-
structure development. These practical pro-
posals, if implemented in the coming years,
are expected to strengthen the economic
dimension of Japan—Central Asia relations,
while sustained political commitment on
both sides could elevate the partnership to a
qualitatively new level of engagement.

Despite its widespread use in inter-
national relations scholarship, “soft
power” remains a concept that is fre-
quently misunderstood in both ac-
ademic and policy discourse, large-
ly due to its intangible nature and
its persistent misinterpretation as a
direct substitute for coercive pow-
er. Coined by American well-known
political scientist Joseph Nye, soft
power refers to the ability to shape
preferences and outcomes through
attraction rather than coercion, op-
erating through culture, values, ed-
ucation, technology, diplomacy, and
normative leadership (Nye, 2004).
This mode of influence contrasts
with military, or hard, power, which
is highly visible, coercive in nature,
and primarily generates compliance
through fear rather than consent
making it more immediately observ-
able and easier to grasp. Approaching
power through this dual conceptual
perspective provides a clearer view
on major political, economic, and so-
cio-cultural dynamics between states.

In post-imperial settings such as the
post-Soviet space, soft power func-
tions less as a mechanism of persua-
sion but rather more as a means of
symbolic re-orientation. This allows
states to move beyond inherited hier-
archies and diversify external partner-
ships without becoming subordinate.

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Central Asia occupies a classic semi-peripher-
al space in world-systems terms. It is clearly
not a core of power production, neither hard
nor soft. This is because Central Asian states
do not militarize to project power. The mil-
itary spending of Central Asian countries is
much lower than all surrounding regional and
global powers. Moreover, militarization in
Central Asia is, to a certain extent, delegated
to external powers like Russia and to a lesser
extent China. The existing military power of
Central Asia is containment-oriented, not ex-
pansionist, as it never projects power to the
outside of the region.

Central Asia has a limited capacity to export
values or soft power, which is best explained
by its prolonged imperial peripheralization.
After independence, Central Asian post-Sovi-
et states focused on strengthening their gov-
ernments and building national identity, and
paid little attention to how they presented
themselves to the outside world. As a result,
soft power in Central Asia functions mainly as
a defensive and selective tool, used to diver-
sify external alignments and avoid renewed
subordination rather than to project univer-
sally transferable values. The countries of the
region lacked and did not intend to gener-
ate what can be referred to as "universalist
claims” that could be transformed into soft

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power and projected outward. These could
have been liberal democracy, developmental-
ism, environmentalism, post-colonial identity
restoration etc. Instead, Central Asian states
prioritized pragmatic sovereignty, elite-cen-
tered nationalism and internal stability, which
limited their ability to generate and project
soft power.

However, the place of Central Asia in the hard
and soft power dynamics cannot be consid-
ered simply within a classical post-imperi-
al framework as it does not fully fit into the
role of a periphery. Within the hard vs soft

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Central Asia is primarily important as a corri-
dor for transit and connectivity rather than
as an autonomous center of accumulation or
soft power production; b) economically, its
global relevance is largely stems from ener-
gy and raw-material exports; c) security risks
and rivalry among major powers puts Central
Asia into wider security systems, even though
the region has little control over them. The
region has a potential of becoming a factor
of risks in the security systems of surrounding
powers. Taken together, these factors make
the region strategically important but limit its
room for independent action.

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four principal external soft-pow-
er poles: Russia, China, the Islamic
world, and the West (primarily Eu-
rope). The soft power of these poles
does not operate as a uniform mech-
anism. Instead, it is exercised through
distinct modalities that vary across
actors and contexts. The soft-power
modalities present in Central Asia
vary significantly in their historical
origins. Some forms of attraction,
most notably those associated with
Russia, are inherited from the Soviet
period and persist through linguis-
tic continuity, shared institutional
frameworks, and established cul-
tural familiarity.

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China’'s developmental and economic en-
gagement, represent constructed modalities
that have emerged largely from zero in the
post-Soviet era. This distinction highlights
that contemporary soft power in Central Asia
is shaped by a combination of historical path
dependence and deliberate post-imperial re-
configuration. Viewed from a longer tempo-
ral perspective, the roughly thirty-five years
of the post-Soviet period and especially the
rupture introduced by the Russo-Ukrainian
war constitute a milestone for assessing the
evolving configurations of soft power sur-
rounding Central Asia. At the moment of the
Soviet collapse, neither the modes through
which Central Asian states would mediate ex-
ternal influences nor the strategies by which
external actors would seek to exert soft pow-
er in the region were clearly defined. The re-
gion itself remained poorly understood and
weakly conceptualized by most external pow-
ers. Over time, however, repeated interaction,
selective adaptation, and strategic distancing
have gradually clarified both sides of this re-
lationship. The current situation, shaped by
the Russian-Ukrainian war, makes it easier
to analyze how Central Asian states use soft

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power and how external actors engage with
them through soft power.

Among the external soft-power poles shap-
ing Central Asia, Russia initially occupied a
dominant position as the successor to the
Soviet Union, inheriting both the symbolic
authority and the institutional depth associ-
ated with the former imperial center. This sta-
tus enabled Russia to command a substantial
share of the region’s soft-power landscape
in the early post-Soviet period, drawing on
pre-existing linguistic, institutional, mnemon-
ic, and elite-based modalities that required
little immediate reconstruction. Yet this in-
herited advantage also implied the steepest
trajectory of decline. Over the post-Sovi-
et period, Russia has lost more soft-power
ground in Central Asia and across the wider
post-Soviet space than any other external
actor. Inherited forms of attraction gradual-
ly eroded over time. They were not replaced
by new, broadly appealing modalities. This
trend is observable across virtually all Russian
soft-power modalities in Central Asia. The
gradual reduction in the use of the Russian
language across former Soviet states, resisted
by Russia at times through increasingly as-
sertive or coercive means, together with the

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outmigration of ethnic Russians, state-led
promotion of national languages, and the
broader restoration of local cultural identi-
ties, has contributed to a decline in Russian
soft power in Central Asia (Beishalieva, 2024;
Gubaidullina and Paizova, 2025). Indicators
of this decline include eroding cultural res-
onance, shifting patterns of media and en-
tertainment consumption, and a gradual
reorientation of public and elite preferences
toward other external partners (Gusseinov
and Allayarov, 2025). To a considerable extent,
this process represents a natural outcome of
the disintegration of the Soviet Union, driven
by the newly independent states’ pursuit of
political sovereignty and national reconstruc-
tion. In many cases, the choices of post-Soviet
states can also be interpreted as responses to
Russia’s increasingly assertive policies, where
attempts at soft-power exertion are perceived
less as attraction than as forms of “soft co-
ercion” (Nourzhanov and Peyrouse, 2021). A
similar dynamic is evident with regard to the
common institutional heritage inherited from
the Soviet Union across a wide range of ad-
ministrative, legal, and professional domains.
Russia has attempted to defend and preserve
these shared frameworks by instrumentaliz-
ing them as a residual source of soft power.
However, such efforts face structural limits, as

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Soviet-era institutional commonali-
ties are being gradually transformed,
diversified, or abandoned at varying
paces across post-Soviet states. This
process further diminishes one of
Russia’s remaining soft-power mo-
dalities, even as it is frequently inter-
preted by Moscow as an additional
marker of influence loss.

In accordance with Joseph Nye's
framework, economic success can
become a source of soft power pro-
vided that it generates attraction.
This can be applied to the rise of
China as one of the poles of soft pow-
er. China's soft power in Central Asia
was largely absent in the 1990s, but
after 2000, especially post-2005, due
to its energy pipelines built across
Central Asia, infrastructure invest-
ments, trade expansion and develop-
ment finance, China ensured a devel-
opmental-technocratic modality of
attraction by being associated with
growth, modernization, and connec-
tivity. This image was further solidi-
fied by the launch of the BRI project,
in which Central Asia played one
of the key roles. China has already
overtaken Russia as the largest trad-
ing partner for Central Asia overall
(and for each of the five post-Soviet
Central Asian states individually)
(Eurasianet.org, 2023). This trend
reflects a clear reorientation of the
region’s economic ties over the past
decade and the growing symbolic
relevance of China's economic pres-
ence. It stands in marked contrast to
the gradual decline of Russia's eco-
nomic role in Central Asia and helps
explain Moscow'’s increasingly alarm-
ist perceptions of China’s expansion
in the region, particularly pronounced
during earlier phases of China’s rap-
id economic growth and somewhat
less visible in more recent years
(Arsentyeva, 2014; Igitian, 2019).

However, several structural con-
straints limit the spread of China’s
soft power in Central Asia. First, eco-
nomic weight does not automatically

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translate into soft power. Soft power is
grounded in attraction rooted in familiar-
ity, legitimacy, and identification, qualities
that tend to emerge more readily from hu-
man-to-human and cultural ties than from
material engagement alone. China’s econom-
ic dominance in Central Asia has continued
to grow. Nevertheless, its soft power remains
more limited than Russia’s. Interpersonal, lin-
guistic, and cultural linkages, although grad-
ually weakening, have historically been more
durable and socially embedded sources of at-
traction. While Russia's soft power has clear-
ly eroded over time, it continues to operate
through deeper interpersonal and linguistic
channels than China’s largely transactional
economic engagement.

Second, there exists a historically rooted
sinophobia in Central Asia and Chinese soft
power is partially a reactive power designed
to counter sinophobia and local resistance
to economic dominance (Aliyev, 2018).

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Although states in the region seek
to benefit from China’s economic
dynamism, this pragmatic orienta-
tion is accompanied by persistent
fears related to China's demographic,
cultural, and geopolitical influence.
Historical stereotypes and anxieties
about potential dominance continue
to shape public perceptions, plac-
ing clear limits on the expansion of
Chinese influence beyond the eco-
nomic domain. Although China has
established formal soft power infra-
structure (e.g. Confucius Institutes,
education exchanges), its depth of
impact remains uncertain (Kuramayeva
and Nurdavletova, 2018; Kerimbaev et
al., 2020).

Third, insofar as China’s soft-pow-
er attraction in Central Asia is over-
whelmingly economic in nature.
However, even despite massive

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economic engagement, China has not trans-
lated material presence into broad attraction
(Vanderhill et al., 2025). The current slow-
down of the Chinese economy and forecasts
of further deceleration are likely to result in a
gradual attenuation of its existing soft pow-
er in the region. The two principal sectors of
Chinese engagement, energy resources and
transit, are closely tied to China’s broader
economic performance. While a substantial
withdrawal of Chinese economic presence
from Central Asia appears unlikely, further
large-scale expansion of Chinese investment
and overall economic engagement in the re-
gion is also increasingly improbable.

The Islamic world, broadly referring to the
Islamic countries of the Middle East and South
Asia located south of Central Asia, represents
perhaps the weakest external soft-power
pole in the region, although the influence of
Islam in a broader sense varies across indi-
vidual Central Asian states. The expectation
that Central Asia would rapidly gravitate to-
ward the Islamic world and fall under strong
Middle Eastern influence emerged primarily
during the late Soviet period, as the Soviet
system entered a phase of disintegration.
This assumption reflected less the internal
dynamics of the region than external per-
ceptions shaped by limited knowledge and
simplified civilizational framings. Within late
Soviet and especially Moscow-centered ana-
lytical discourse, Central Asia was often por-
trayed through an essentialized Islamic lens,
in which religion was assumed to replace So-
viet ideology once central control weakened.
Such representations proved largely mislead-
ing. In the post-Soviet period, Central Asian
states demonstrated a strong continuity of
secular governance, institutional practice, and
social norms, with Islam re-emerging mainly
as a cultural and personal reference rather
than a dominant political force. This was par-
ticularly evident in Kazakhstan, where secu-
lar statehood and pragmatic political orien-
tations prevailed over religious mobilization
(International Crisis Group, 2003). The diver-
gence between early expectations and actu-
al trajectories thus reveals more about late
Soviet misperceptions and politicized rep-
resentations of Central Asia than about the
region’s societal orientation itself. Although

bers of major Islamic organizations such as
the Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC), the Islamic Development Bank (IsDB)
and the Islamic Educational, Scientific and
Cultural Organization (ICESCO) this institu-
tional participation has remained largely sym-
bolic and has not translated into sustained Is-
lamic soft-power influence in the region.

Europe’s soft power in Central Asia is not
primarily conditioned by its economic pres-
ence, which sets it apart from both Russia and
China. While Russia’s soft power historically
rested on inherited economic and institu-
tional linkages originating in the Soviet pe-
riod, and China’s attraction has been close-
ly tied to its expanding material footprint in
energy, trade, and infrastructure, Europe’s
influence operates through a different log-
ic. European soft power stands primarily on
normative appeal, educational integration,
institutional benchmarking, and aspirational
identification rather than economic leverage.
Its core instruments, which are humanitarian
cooperation, cultural diplomacy, educational
programs, civil society support, and the pro-
motion of democratic norms, have translated
into tangible outcomes such as student mo-
bility, education reform, and the strengthen-
ing of civil society (Baykhodjaeva, 2025). As a
result, Europe exerts a level of symbolic and
normative influence in Central Asia that ex-
ceeds what would be expected from its com-
paratively limited economic engagement.

This contrast highlights a broader asymmetry
among external actors. China’s soft power re-
mains strongly conditioned by its economic
presence and is therefore vulnerable to struc-
tural saturation and economic slowdown.
Russia’s soft power, by contrast, has been
deeper socially and culturally but increas-
ingly eroded by coercive practices and the
politicization of inherited modalities. Europe
occupies a distinct position: its soft power
neither depends on economic dominance
nor on historical hierarchy. Instead, it shapes
preferences, reference points, and aspirations
through legitimacy, voluntary alignment, and
low-pressure institutional engagement. While
economic interaction may reinforce Europe’s
visibility, it is not a prerequisite for the oper-
ation of its soft power in Central Asia, which

leverage and is therefore comparatively resil-
ient.

Europe’s soft power is globally pervasive and
often operates as an ambient background, sus-
tained by the worldwide prestige of Western ed-
ucation, legality, lifestyle models, and cultur-
al production. In this sense, the presence of
European soft power in Kazakhstan is not
exceptional as a baseline condition of a
world still largely structured around West-
ern normative and institutional standards.
What is more distinctive, however, is that
Kazakhstan's engagement with Europe has
taken forms that exceed passive diffusion and
become selectively institutionalized, despite
the absence of an EU membership horizon.
Unlike European states whose participation
in European institutions is driven by a long-
term accession strategy, Kazakhstan's incor-
poration into non-political European spaces,
most notably through the Bologna Process
in higher education and UEFA in popular cul-
ture, reflects a pattern of voluntary alignment
without a formal integration endgame. This
indicates a comparatively stronger conver-
sion of attraction into durable orientation:
European influence is not limited to symbol-
ic visibility but becomes embedded in insti-
tutional standards, mobility pathways, and
everyday cultural identification. While such
dynamics are present across Central Asia to
varying degrees, they appear particularly
pronounced in Kazakhstan, complicating a
simplistic reading of the country as a typical
“Asian” case and instead highlighting its role
as a selectively Europeanized actor within a
fully Asian geopolitical setting.

The post-Soviet institutional heritage of
Central Asia has increasingly served as a fa-
cilitating ground for the projection and dif-
fusion of European soft power. This process
has become more pronounced with the pro-
gressive integration of post-socialist European
states into the European Union, which has
broadened the range of Europe’s soft-power
modalities beyond a narrowly Western core.
The successful incorporation of former social-
ist countries into European institutional, legal,
and educational frameworks has demonstrat-
ed that Soviet-derived governance structures
and social practices are not incompatible with

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European norms, but can be adapted and
transformed without fundamental rupture.
At the same time, post-socialist EU members
have played an important mediating role by
reducing cognitive and institutional distance
between Western Europe and post-Soviet
regions that were historically poorly under-
stood. Their experience of transition, famil-
iarity with Soviet legacies, and growing eco-
nomic weight have made European integration
appear more attainable, credible, and relatable
in Central Asia. As a result, European soft pow-
er in the region has expanded not through
coercion or intensive economic leverage, but
through structural compatibility, institutional
translation, and the diffusion of post-socialist
success narratives.

Europe has emerged as the most resilient and
ultimately advantageous pole of soft power
in Central Asia. Unlike other external actors,
virtually all European soft-power modalities
in the region, such as normative, educational,
institutional, cultural, and mediating, are not
only present but gradually expanding, and
they rest on a solid institutional foundation
capable of sustaining long-term influence.
Notably, this expansion has occurred despite
the continued economic and political domi-
nance of Russia and China in the region, in-
dicating that Europe’s soft power operates
largely independently of material preponder-
ance. Over time, media coverage of the EU
expanded significantly in Central Asia strate-
gy increasing public recognition of the Union,
which is especially evident in Kazakh mass
media (Ospanova et al., 2016). At the same
time, both internal and external dynamics
within Europe increasingly favor deeper en-
gagement with Central Asia. The eastward en-
largement of Europe starting from the 2000s
and the growing role of post-socialist mem-
ber states within European institutions have
strengthened Europe’s capacity to connect
with regions sharing similar historical and
institutional legacies. These developments
have broadened the modalities through
which European soft power can be project-
ed and mediated, making it more legible and
adaptable in Central Asia. Moreover, Europe’s
external environment has shifted noticeably:
the rapid deterioration of Russia’s image fol-
lowing the war against Ukraine has prompted

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a reassessment of Europe's eastern engage-
ment, elevating Central Asia's importance as
a corridor for connectivity and an alternative
source of energy and strategic partnerships.

Finally, the weakening of competing soft-pow-
er poles further amplifies Europe’s relative
position. Russia’s declining attractiveness in
Central Asia and China's emerging economic
constraints are likely to reduce the scope and
effectiveness of their respective soft-power
modalities, both of which have dominated
the region since the collapse of the Soviet
Union. This process does not imply a sud-
den displacement but rather a gradual rebal-
ancing, in which the erosion of Russian and
Chinese soft power creates additional space
for European influence to consolidate and ex-
pand. In this sense, Europe’s relative success
in Central Asia lies not in assertive projection,
but in the cumulative advantage of durable
institutions, normative credibility, and favor-
able long-term structural trends.

The concept of think tanks as actors
of knowledge diplomacy has gained
remarkable traction in Eurasia over
the past decade. Once peripheral to
policymaking in many former Soviet
Union states, regional research insti-
tutions have now emerged as central
platforms for translating expertise
into regional cooperation, statecraft,
and soft power. This trend reflects a
deliberate effort by Eurasian states
to cultivate epistemic infrastructure
linking domestic expert capacity with
international policy debates and to
project influence through intellectual
exchange rather than coercion.

One of the most vivid manifestations
of this shift is in Central Asia, where
the Kazakhstan Institute for Strategic
Studies (KazISS) under the President
of Kazakhstan has become a linchpin
of regional expert dialogue. KazISS
frequently organizes forums, most
notably the annual Astana Think
Tank Forum which convenes scholars,
diplomats, and policymakers from
Eurasia and beyond. In October 2025,
the Forum was held under the theme
“From Polarization to Partnership:
Rebuilding Trust in the International
System,” spotlighting Central Asia’s
role as a "bridge for global dialogue
amid growing polarization” (KazISS,
2025). During a panel on region-
al security, Zhandos Shaimardanov,

Alliance of Middle Powers” as a permanent
intellectual instrument for renewing multilat-
eral governance. This is not only diplomacy
by ideas, but state-sponsored knowledge di-
plomacy where a government think tank acts
as both convener and broker of regional trust
(KazlISS, 2025).

This proliferation of institutionalized expert
dialogue is not limited to Kazakhstan. The
Central Asian Think Tanks Forum (CATTF),
established more recently, is a dedicated di-
alogue platform across Central Asian coun-
tries (PaperLab, 2025). Its aim is to strength-
en partnerships among non-profit think
tanks, promote democratic values, and fa-
cilitate policy-relevant knowledge exchange.
The Forum is supported by organizations
like CAPS Unlock and has become a regular
venue for capacity-building, strategy plan-
ning, and peer exchange (CAPS, 2024). Such
forums are concrete examples of regional
knowledge diplomacy: not ad hoc, but insti-
tutionalized, with multi-year commitments
to building a shared epistemic infrastructure.

Beyond intra-Central Asia  dialogue,
cross-border think tank cooperation with
major powers has also deepened. In June

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2025, Kazakhstani think tanks, including
KazISS, co-hosted the Central Asia—China
Think Tank Forum together with the Chinese
Academy of Social Sciences (CASS) (KazlSS,
2025). The Forum emphasized creating a
strategic framework for cooperation between
Central Asia and China not just on economic
corridors, but on long-term regional devel-
opment. By involving experts from multiple
Central Asian states, the initiative channels
local knowledge into China’s regional diplo-
macy, while giving Central Asia a seat in con-
structing the narrative of its own future.

Similarly, the International Institute for Central
Asia (IICA), together with Russia’s Alexander
Gorchakov Public Diplomacy Fund, recently
organized the "Think Tank Forum Central Asia
— Russia: Strategic Partnership in a Changing
World” (Uza.uz, 2025). According to Javlon

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Vakhabov, Director of IICA, such plat-
forms foster expert exchanges on en-
ergy, innovation, security areas where
both Central Asia and Russia have
deep stakes. Through such policy dia-
logues, regional think tanks are bridg-
ing national priorities and turning
them into shared intellectual agendas.

This growing ecosystem of knowl-
edge diplomacy is underpinned
by the strategic expansion of think
tanks across the region. The CAREC
Institute (Central Asia Regional

Economic Cooperation) hosts the
CAREC Think Tanks Network (CTTN),
which includes research institutions
from eleven countries in the CAREC
region (CAREC, n.d). The network
was launched at the second CAREC

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Think Tanks Development Forum
in Urumagi, and today it aims to en-
hance collective intelligence among
regional think tanks, develop policy
advice, and reduce the gap between
research and actual policymaking. In
effect, CTTN institutionalizes knowl-
edge flows, not just across states, but
between the expert and policy com-
munities making think tanks essen-
tial nodes of regional governance.

The Eurasian Research Institute (ERI),
based in Almaty as a part of the
Khoja Akhmet Yassawi International
Kazakh-Turkish University, exempli-
fies another model of regional epis-
temic infrastructure. ERI publishes
a peer-reviewed Eurasian Research
Journal covering economics, histo-
ry, and international relations across
the Eurasian space (ERI, n.d.). By po-
sitioning itself at the intersection of
academia and policy, ERI functions
both as a knowledge producer and
a broker: fostering regional under-
standing among Turkic-speaking
states, Russia, China, and beyond.

Of course, not all think tanks are
strictly national or state-affiliated.
The Institute for Iran-Eurasia Stud-
ies (IRAS) in Tehran is a non-govern-
mental, non-profit think tank whose
research agenda spans regional co-
operation, security, trade, and cultur-
al issues in Eurasia. Through its pub-
lications and policy outreach, IRAS
plays a dual role: it interprets Iranian
perspectives for Eurasian stakehold-
ers, and channels Eurasian analytical
debates into Iranian strategic think-
ing. This kind of two-way knowledge
diplomacy helps anchor Iran within
Eurasian epistemic networks, giving
Tehran intellectual leverage in a re-
gion of great geopolitical complexity
(Iras, n.d.).

From the Western perspective, think
tanks also mediate Eurasian exper-
tise: for example, the Russia/Eurasia
Center at IFRI (France) organizes re-
search and debate on Russia, Central

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Asia, the Caucasus, and Eastern Europe (Ifri,
n.d.). Through forums, policy papers, and ac-
ademic exchanges, the Center helps translate
Eurasian policy challenges into European dis-
course and reflects European policy respons-
es back into Eurasia.

All of this growth in think-tank activity re-
flects a deeper structural transformation:
the recognition that knowledge diplomacy
leveraging ideas, expertise, and networks is
central to regional order-building. This aligns
with how think tanks function more gener-
ally. Scholars have long argued that think
tanks "bridge the gap between knowledge
and policy” by translating complex expertise
into actionable advice for governments (Rich
et al.,, 2011). In the Eurasian context, this role
is magnified: states with limited institutional
capacity often rely on expert centers to ag-
gregate and re-frame policy options, while
think tanks gain legitimacy by aligning with
state priorities.

Yet, this emerging knowledge ecosystem is
not without tensions. In some cases, for in-
stance, think tanks operate in a constrained
landscape, where state pressure and dis-
cursive control can shape their work. A re-
cent study by Axyonova (2024) examines
how Russian think tanks respond to crises,

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showing that their discursive strategies are
closely influenced by political context. This
raises the question: to what extent can re-
gional think tanks genuinely act as indepen-
dent actors, or are they instruments of state
policy projection?

Another important dimension is institutional
identity. Think tanks in Eurasia are increasing-
ly blurring the lines with universities and re-
search institutes. KazISS, for example, retains
strong academic credentials but markets its
policy relevance to governments. Scholars
have analyzed such hybrid models; Bajenova'’s
(2016) work shows that think tanks often ne-
gotiate their identity by balancing their ac-
ademic legitimacy with the need for policy
influence. This dual identity allows them to
engage both as epistemic communities and
as diplomatic actors but it also poses sustain-
ability challenges, particularly around fund-
ing, governance, and perceived autonomy.

The rise of regional think tanks in Eurasia
also occurs against the backdrop of shifting
geopolitics. As Central Asian states seek to
assert their strategic agency, they deploy
think tank diplomacy to escape zero-sum
dynamics imposed by great powers. A recent

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report by the Silk Road Studies Program
(Starr and Svante, 2023) argues that
Central Asian countries have re-
sponded to the influence of Russia
and China by creating multilateral
expert platforms (like “Central Asia
+ Japan” and EU dialogue formats),
thereby diversifying their diplomatic
portfolios. These initiatives are not
merely symbolic: they institutional-
ize agency by embedding trust- and
idea-sharing among regional actors.

Furthermore, forums like the Astana
Think Tank Forum play both a symbol-
ic and practical role in middle-power
diplomacy. In other words, Kazakhstan
is cultivating itself as a “middle pow-
er of trust,” using its think tank infra-
structure to host global discussions
and produce policy-relevant knowl-
edge in line with the government’s
foreign policy discourse (Shaimardan-
ov, 2025). Through such platforms,
Kazakhstan is not only facilitating
dialogue, but packaging expertise as
a foreign policy tool effectively pro-
jecting soft power by convening and
producing.

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On a theoretical level, the evolution of re-
gional think tanks in Eurasia mirrors global
trends: non-state actors increasingly partic-
ipate in public diplomacy, not just through
advocacy but through knowledge produc-
tion. Scholars of public diplomacy have
emphasized that think tanks transform into
"alt agents” non-state actors that shape
narratives and contribute to foreign policy
agendas independently of purely state-led
institutions (Bajenova, 2016; Chen and Xu,
2024). The Eurasian case shows this dynamic
in practice: think tanks are embedded within
state-led diplomacy (e.g., forum hosting) but
also maintain epistemic autonomy, contrib-
uting to a pluralistic architecture of regional
governance.

Yet, their impact should not be overstated.
While think tanks convene high-level forums
and publish policy briefs, formal institu-
tionalization of their recommendations into
binding regional governance remains limit-
ed. Unlike intergovernmental organizations,
these expert networks lack enforcement
power. Their influence tends to be normative
and dialogic, rather than legal or coercive. In
addition, their sustainability depends heavily
on political goodwill and funding from states
or external actors exposing them to cyclical
risk (Kuandykov, 2025).

In sum, the rise of regional think tanks in
Eurasia represents a meaningful shift in how
states conduct diplomacy and policy dia-
logue. Think tanks like KazISS, ERI, IRAS, and
networks such as CTTN are not just passive
research institutions, they are active agents
of knowledge diplomacy. By convening di-
alogue, producing regional expertise, and
bridging local and global actors, they facil-
itate a more interconnected Eurasian intel-
lectual space. While their independence and
long-term influence remain subject to polit-
ical constraints, their emergence signals the
maturation of regional epistemic infrastruc-
ture a soft power axis increasingly central to
Eurasian geopolitics.

The modern world has entered a
phase of intense global technologi-
cal competition, where leadership in
knowledge and resource-intensive
fields such as artificial intelligence
(Al), semiconductor design and man-
ufacturing, and renewable energy
development determines not only
economic growth but also the po-
litical influence of nations. The main
challenge of this period is the rapidly
growing gap between technological
superpowers, like the United States
and China, and other participants in
the global market. For developing
countries, including Kazakhstan, this
poses the risk of falling into a «tech-
nological periphery,” where they lose
the ability to independently develop
key sectors, becoming dependent on
imported expertise and foreign li-
censes. The danger of losing access
to knowledge is increasingly real,
driven by the fragmentation of the
global scientific landscape: measures
such as export controls on technol-
ogies, restrictions on access to in-
ternational digital repositories, and
the patent dominance of multina-
tional corporations. In this context,
concepts like “digital colonialism”
have emerged and are actively used
to describe technological inequality
among nations (Dahiya, 2023).

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Such fragmentation inevitably leads to the
formation of unilateral technological depen-
dence, which constrains a country’s strategic
autonomy in public management. When crit-
ical systems from software in the energy sec-
tor to biotechnological protocols in medicine
are controlled by external rights holders, the
state becomes structurally vulnerable. Shifts
in political conditions or tightening licensing
regimes can result in the paralysis of key in-
frastructure sectors. Moreover, intellectual
dependence suppresses the development of
domestic scientific schools, as local research-
ers are compelled to operate strictly within
externally imposed standards and tools, with-
out the ability to influence their foundational
architecture.

One of the most effective instruments for
mitigating technological dependence and
protecting against external shocks is the in-
ternationalization of science. This process
should not be understood merely as formal
visibility in global rankings, but as the system-
ic integration of national researchers into the
global knowledge production cycle through

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joint projects, mobility schemes,
and shared infrastructure. In prac-
tice, this occurs via participation in
international research consortia, the
establishment of joint laboratories
with foreign technology leaders, and
academic mobility programs aimed
at acquiring unique competencies.
The contribution of internationaliza-
tion to technological sovereignty is
grounded in the accumulation of au-
tonomous intellectual capacity within
the country.

At the initial stage, such integration
enables national specialists to study
the fundamental architecture and
operational principles of critical tech-
nologies from within. When scientists
participate in algorithm development
or complex system design as mem-
bers of international teams, they
move beyond the role of end-users
of proprietary solutions and become
carriers of unique know-how. Thus,
even if external ties are formally sev-
ered, the accumulated intellectual
capital remains within the country,
forming a basis for reverse engineer-
ing or the development of domestic
alternatives. Furthermore, interna-
tionalization allows for the diversi-
fication of knowledge sources. In a
fragmented global environment, an
open science strategy enables coop-
eration with multiple centers of pow-
er, thereby avoiding monopolistic
dependence on a single knowledge
provider.

Through international collabora-
tion, domestic scientific schools can
be scaled up to a competitive level.
Training aligned with global stan-
dards enables national researchers to
achieve cognitive parity with global
leaders. Once a critical mass of scien-
tists could master advanced method-
ologies, the country would gain the
capacity to independently formulate
research agendas and develop priori-
ty areas without external moderation.
Thus, internationalization functions
as an accelerated mechanism for

that, in the event of isolation, can
serve as the foundation for techno-
logical resilience and national sover-
eignty. This process also requires the
alignment of ethical standards, which
is particularly relevant for the devel-
opment of artificial intelligence.

The formation of a robust scientific
and educational foundation neces-
sitates the development of domestic
institutional capacity; however, the
current status quo reflects both tan-
gible achievements and persistent
systemic constraints. Over recent de-
cades, the primary instrument for hu-
man capital development has been
the international scholarship pro-
gram Bolashak, which has facilitated
the emergence of a cohort of special-
ists integrated into the global aca-
demic and professional environment.
At the same time, empirical studies
indicate that upon graduates’ return,
a gap persists between competencies
acquired abroad and opportunities
for their effective application within
the national scientific and economic
system. This gap is associated with
institutional barriers, limited demand
for research personnel, and weak
linkages between academia and the
labor market (Bokayev et al., 2021).

Similar structural constraints are evi-
dent in the training of scientific per-
sonnel. Despite the formal adoption
of PhD programs in line with interna-
tional standards, their development
is hindered by insufficient research
infrastructure, limited quality of ac-
ademic supervision, and difficulties
related to doctoral students’ publi-
cation activity, all of which negatively
affect the reproduction of scientific
personnel (Satpayeva et al., 2025). As
a result, despite the overall growth in
higher education graduates, the pro-
portion of doctorate holders remains
low, creating a long-term risk of per-
sonnel shortage in the scientific sec-
tor and reducing the potential for the

national economy.

Beyond human capital, internationalization
requires a developed national research infra-
structure, the condition of which remains un-
even. Although, according to the 2022-2026
Science Development Concept, investments
in equipment modernization are increasing,
the overall level of wear and obsolescence of
the material and technical base remains high.
Moreover, R&D expenditure in Kazakhstan,
approximately 0.16% of GDP in 2024, remains
significantly below that of global leaders
(Tarenchikova, 2025). Without overcoming
this infrastructural gap, participation in the
technological race, particularly in artificial in-
telligence and high-performance computing,
risks remaining largely nominal.

Regulatory policy and public governance
constitute the third pillar of systemic resil-
ience. Kazakhstan has demonstrated a gradu-
al shift toward more transparent models. The
2024 Law on Science and Technology Policy
aims to address excessive bureaucratization

The development of ethical frameworks for Al
and biotechnology signals openness to the
international community; however, the effec-
tiveness of this policy depends on the state’s
ability to protect intellectual property and
to create tangible incentives for private-sec-
tor investment in R&D (Editorial Board of
“"Modern Education,” 2025). In this context,
Kazakhstan's potential lies in transitioning
from process administration to the creation
of an environment in which the scientific
community enjoys meaningful autonomy.

Internationalization increasingly manifests
through publication activity, which, despite
quantitative growth, requires qualitative
adjustment. Web of Science data indicate
that in 2024, the number of publications by
Kazakhstani authors increased by 20%; nev-
ertheless, challenges persist in the form of
manipulated bibliometric indicators and
publications in predatory journals (Zakon.
kz, 2025). A key corrective mechanism lies in

This
not only enhances researchers’ vis-
ibility but also establishes genuine
channels for knowledge exchange,
thereby reducing academic isolation.

Integration into global and regional
research networks is important for
Kazakhstan's long-term resilience.
Membership in consortia such as
CERN provides access to infrastruc-
ture that cannot be replicated at
the national level. At the same time,
Kazakhstan needs to assume lead-
ing positions within Central Asian
scientific networks. Joint responses
to transboundary challenges from
water resource management to de-
sertification create a foundation for
collective security and intra-regional
cooperation. Engagement within the
Organization of Islamic Cooperation
and Turkic States framework allows
coordination of efforts at the region-
al level, strengthening Kazakhstan's
potential role as a Eurasian scientific
hub.

Science becomes truly global when
foreign industries and governments
begin to invest in it. The attraction
of foreign R&D centers and the es-
tablishment of joint ventures in en-
gineering, materials science, and
biotechnology serve as indicators of
trust in a country’s scientific poten-
tial. Technology companies opening
laboratories in Kazakhstan facilitate
knowledge transfer and create high-
skilled employment opportunities,
forming a virtuous cycle in which re-
search is directly translated into pro-
duction. Large investment projects
are often accompanied by training
programs for local specialists, further
reinforcing national capacity. Significant
support for internationalization is also
provided through multilateral initiatives
under the auspices of UNESCO, UNDP,
and the World Bank. These proj-
ects frequently focus on addressing

The involvement of
Kazakhstani experts in global climate panels
confirms the country’s status as a responsible
stakeholder in global governance processes
(E’nergy, 2024).

The internationalization of science in Kazakhstan is
gradually evolving from fragmented contacts
toward systemic integration into the global
research landscape. The establishment of a
strong domestic foundation will enable the
country to become a full-fledged participant
in the technological race. Further progress
requires sustained focus on strategic niches
and the active use of scientific diplomacy.
Ultimately, the success of internationalization
is measured by the national scientific system's
capacity to ensure sustainable development
and technological autonomy in the face of
contemporary global challenges.
