MOVES IN Al DIPLOMACY

Over the past year, artificial intelli-
gence (Al) has moved from a special-
ized technological domain into the
fabric of everyday life, reshaping how
people work, communicate, and ac-
cess information. Its diffusion across
nearly all sectors of the economy has
automated routine functions, recon-
figured labor markets, and redefined
productivity models. At the same
time, Al has evolved into a structur-
al variable in geopolitics. It now op-
erates not merely as an innovation
driver, but as a strategic asset shap-
ing military modernization, economic
competitiveness, and normative in-
fluence in global governance frame-
works.

Against the backdrop of an increas-
ingly fragmented technological order
characterized by regulatory diver-
gence, securitized supply chains, and
emerging digital blocs, states are ac-
tively positioning themselves within
the global Al hierarchy. In this envi-
ronment, Kazakhstan has articulated
a clear ambition to secure a role in
the emerging Al-centered geopo-
litical landscape. The country's em-
phasis on Al constitutes a strategic
state priority rather than a short-term
policy trend. Through investments in
digital infrastructure, ecosystem de-
velopment, and international techno-
logical partnerships, Kazakhstan aims

Particularly, President Kassym-Jomart Toka-
yev has consistently advocated for the ad-
vancement of artificial intelligence. He framed
digitalisation and Al as “a matter of national
survival,” positioning these technologies at
the core of Kazakhstan's long-term compet-
itiveness [El.kz, 2026]. He envisions the coun-
try not merely as a participant in the global
digital economy but as a Eurasian technolog-
ical hub, where Al and digital transformation
serve as essential instruments for securing
state agency and strategic autonomy in the
evolving international system. At the Nation-
al Kurultai (Congress) in January 2026, Toka-
yev reinforced this vision, emphasizing that
technological adaptation now surpasses tra-
ditional metrics, such as population size, as
a determinant of national influence and re-
silience. He stated that digitalisation extends
beyond economic modernization: it is insep-
arable from the preservation of national iden-
tity and cultural heritage. Moreover, by em-
bedding Kazakhstan's cultural legacy within
the global digital civilization through the Na-
tional Digital Heritage, the President frames

This narrative has been reinforced through
state-of-the-nation addresses and high-level
international engagements, elevating Al from
innovation policy to the realm of national
security and structural competitiveness. In
his September 2025 address, “Kazakhstan
in the Era of Artificial Intelligence: Key Tasks
and Their Solutions through Digital Transfor-
mation,” the President outlined an accelerat-
ed roadmap to build a “fully digital nation”
within three years [Akorda, 2025]. The speech
marked a transition from gradual modern-
ization to proactive, state-led technological
restructuring. He underscored that Al is no
longer a distant or abstract concept, but a
transformative force reshaping cognition,
social interaction, and economic organiza-
tion particularly among younger generations.
By framing Al as a determinant of both pro-
duction systems and societal worldviews, he
positioned it as a structural driver of nation-
al development. The President’s directive to

the comprehensive integration of Al
across all sectors, from agriculture
and industry to education and public
administration [Akorda, 2025].

To implement this vision, Kazakhstan
has undergone a rapid and compre-
hensive institutional restructuring.
This architectural shift is designed
to centralize Al policy and provide a
single, authoritative point of contact
for international partners, thereby
enhancing the country’'s ‘tech-diplo-
matic’ efficiency.

In September 2025, Kazakhstan up-
graded its institutional architecture
by establishing the Ministry of Arti-
ficial Intelligence and Digital Devel-
opment. Headed by a Deputy Prime
Minister—level official, the ministry is
empowered to embed Al priorities
across government policy. Its man-
date spans the full Al lifecycle—from
oversight of sovereign computing in-
frastructure, including the Alem and
Al-Farabium supercomputers, to the
rollout of national capacity-building
initiatives such as the Al-Sana educa-
tion program [Er10.kz, 2025].

On 17 November 2025, President
Tokayev signed the Law "On Artifi-
cial Intelligence,” creating a compre-
hensive legal framework governing
the development, deployment, and
regulation of Al systems. The legis-
lation establishes principles of secu-
rity, transparency, and accountability,
underscoring Kazakhstan's proac-
tive regulatory approach. By adopt-
ing a standalone Al law, Kazakhstan
became the first country in Central
Asia and only the second jurisdiction
globally after the European Union
to codify Al governance at this level.
The Al Law introduces a risk-based
classification system, categorizing Al
applications as low, medium, or high
risk [Gov.kz, 2026b]. From the per-
spective of Al diplomacy, this regu-
latory clarity enhances Kazakhstan's
attractiveness to international inves-

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tors and technology firms by offering
a predictable and standards-aligned
legal environment.

The declaration of 2026 as the Year
of Digitalization and Artificial In-
telligence also marks a strategic in-
flection point in Kazakhstan's digital
transformation agenda. Rather than
introducing new pilot initiatives, the
policy signals a transition toward sys-
temic institutionalization embedding
Al across governance, education, in-
dustry, science, and social policy. This
shift reflects a move from experimen-
tal modernization toward the consol-
idation of Al as state infrastructure,
repositioning digital transformation
from a technical reform agenda to
a core element of national develop-
ment and strategic autonomy.

Domestically, the establishment of
the "Alem.Al” International Center for
Artificial Intelligence and the expan-
sion of the Astana Hub innovation
ecosystem constitute the institutional
backbone of this strategy. Launched
in late 2025, Alem.Al is framed by
state leadership as a “global hub”
and a “factory of ideas,” designed
not merely as a research facility but
as a normative platform where Al
technologies are developed and de-
ployed in accordance with articulat-
ed ethical standards and governance
principles. Its function extends be-
yond innovation: it institutionalizes
Al governance capacity, providing a
hybrid physical-digital environment
where international  researchers,
startups, and government agencies
collaborate on Al-driven public ad-
ministration, regulatory design, and
socially oriented digital solutions. In
doing so, Kazakhstan positions itself
not only as a technology adopter but
as a participant in shaping Al gover-
nance discourse.

In October 2025, Kazakhstan further
advanced its sovereign computa-
tional capacity with the launch of the
second high-performance comput-

The Astana Hub International Innovation
Cluster, now comprising nearly 1,900 partic-
ipants including more than 470 foreign com-
panies serves as the outward-facing dimen-
sion of Kazakhstan's Al strategy. Functioning
as both an innovation platform and a tech-
no-diplomatic instrument, the Hub integrates
economic modernization with foreign policy
outreach. Its “International Agents” program
effectively operates as a distributed technol-
ogy diplomacy network, with representatives
stationed in key global innovation centers
such as Silicon Valley, London, and Dubai.

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These agents facilitate cross-border part-
nerships, venture capital flows, and technol-
ogy transfer, while simultaneously branding
Kazakhstan as a credible digital partner. By
linking domestic innovation ecosystems with
global markets, Astana Hub operationalizes a
model in which digital infrastructure, diplo-
matic engagement, and economic diversifica-
tion reinforce one another. In this sense, Ka-
zakhstan’s Al strategy represents a dual-track
approach: strengthening sovereign techno-
logical capacity internally while projecting a
cooperative, standards-oriented digital iden-
tity externally [Astana Hub, 2025].

This domestic digital overhaul is insepara-
ble from Kazakhstan’s evolving international
positioning. Al diplomacy has emerged not
merely as a supplementary policy track but as
a central driver of Kazakhstan's regional and
transregional agenda. By embedding Al co-
operation into high-level diplomatic engage-

Tokayev's diplomatic activism has
translated into concrete technolog-
ical partnerships. Cooperation with
the United Arab Emirates deepened
following the launch of Kazakhstan's
first national supercomputer in June
2025, developed in strategic partner-
ship with Presight (part of the UAE-
based G42 group) [Presight, 2026].
This collaboration not only expanded

but also positioned it within a broader Gulf-
Central Asia digital corridor.

During the September 2025 visit to the Unit-
ed States, Al and digital infrastructure were
again central themes. Agreements with Ama-
zon included a $200 million investment to ex-
pand Kazakhstan'’s internet infrastructure and
integrate the Project Kuiper satellite network,
significantly enhancing rural connectivity and
digital inclusion. Simultaneously, partner-
ships with NVIDIA, HP, Cisco, and Oracle col-
lectively valued at up to $3.7 billion underpin
the technological and educational ecosystem
required for the implementation of the na-
tional "Al-Sana” program. These agreements
illustrate how Kazakhstan leverages strategic

At the same time, Kazakhstan continues
to operate as a pivotal node within China’s
Digital Silk Road. During President Tokayev's
official visit to Beijing in September 2025,
Kazakhtelecom and China Energy Overseas
Investment signed an agreement to construct
a 100 MW data center powered exclusively by
renewable energy [Birbayeva, 2025b]. Envi-
sioned as a Eurasian hub for Al infrastructure
and cloud services, this facility exemplifies
Kazakhstan's effort to integrate green energy
transition with digital infrastructure expan-

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sion. Moreover, Astana’s support for China’s
proposal to establish a Global Organization
for Cooperation in Al signals a calibrated will-
ingness to participate in emerging multilater-
al Al governance frameworks led by Beijing,
particularly those emphasizing technological
development in the Global South.

Beyond bilateral diplomacy, Kazakhstan ac-
tively embeds Al into regional institutional
frameworks. As the founder and leading force
behind the Conference on Interaction and
Confidence-Building Measures in Asia (CICA),
Kazakhstan has advanced the securitization
and institutionalization of digital transforma-
tion within regional governance discourse.
President Tokayev's proposal to establish a
CICA Council on Sustainable Connectivity re-
flects an attempt to link Al deployment with
transport optimization, supply chain resil-
ience, and infrastructure coordination partic-
ularly along the Trans-Caspian International
Transport Route. By framing Al as an enabler
of fair and efficient global transport systems,
Kazakhstan positions itself as a technologi-
cal integrator of Eurasian connectivity rather
than merely a transit territory [CICA, 2025].

Within the Organization of Turkic States
(OTS), Kazakhstan, together with Uzbekistan,
took a leading role at the 2025 Gabala OTS
Summit in promoting the strategic integra-
tion of Al into industrial modernization and
green manufacturing initiatives. Their ef-
forts extend beyond technological adoption,
linking innovation to cultural and linguistic

Taken together, these initiatives reveal a co-
herent dual-track strategy. Domestically,
Kazakhstan invests in computational sover-
eignty, digital skills, and Al-enabled public
administration. Externally, it converts these
investments into diplomatic capital. A tech-
nologically advanced state enhances its cred-
ibility, bargaining power, and attractiveness
within global markets and diplomatic net-
works. Digital transformation thus functions
simultaneously as an internal modernization
project and an external signaling mecha-
nism. By projecting itself as an Al-ready and
norm-conscious actor, Kazakhstan seeks to
consolidate its role as Central Asia’s leading
technological hub, attract high-tech invest-
ment flows, and participate more assertively
in shaping the evolving architecture of global
Al governance.

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THE ROMA-ASTANA STRATEGIC DIALOGUE:
A PRAGMATIC PARTNERSHIP IN A CHANGING
EURO-CENTRAL ASIAN LANDSCAPE

The geopolitical shifts triggered by
the conflict in Ukraine and the re-
sulting disruption of traditional East—
West energy and transport corridors
have forced Europe to diversify its
partnerships. In this context, Central
Asia has gained new relevance. Ka-
zakhstan, in particular, has emerged
as a key actor: a major energy and
raw-material producer, but also a
middle power seeking to balance ex-
ternal partnerships while modernis-
ing its economy. Among European
states, Italy has been pursuing one of
the most systematic and pragmatic
engagements with Astana, gradually
moving from a predominantly hy-
drocarbon-focused relationship to a
broader strategic partnership.

This article briefly examines the evo-
lution of the Kazakhstan-ltaly rela-
tionship, focusing on its expansion
into industrial co-production, critical
raw materials, decarbonization, con-
nectivity and cultural diplomacy. It
argues that the Rome-Astana axis,
strengthened by intensive diplomatic
exchanges in 2024-2025, now stands
out as one of Europe’'s most struc-
tured approaches to Central Asia, il-
lustrating how pragmatic alignment
can advance shared interests in an in-
creasingly transactional geopolitical
environment.

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From energy dependence to diversification:
Italy and Kazakhstan established diplomat-
ic relations in 1992, shortly after Kazakhstan
became independent following the collapse
of the Soviet Union. For much of the follow-
ing three decades, cooperation was centred
on energy. Italian companies, particularly ENI,
played a major role in large upstream proj-
ects such as Kashagan and Karachaganak.
This made Italy one of Kazakhstan's leading
European partners in hydrocarbons, but it
also created a narrow and energy-heavy rela-
tionship (Ghiselli, 2024).

The Strategic Partnership Treaty signed in
2009 formally widened the scope of coopera-
tion, but in practice oil and gas continued to
dominate. A more meaningful shift only came
after 2022. The war in Ukraine forced Europe
to rethink energy security and supply chains,
while Kazakhstan, under President Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev, stepped up economic re-
forms with a clear emphasis on diversification
and industrial development.

Long accustomed to prioritising industrial co-
operation and sustained economic presence,
ltaly found a natural counterpart in Kazakh-
stan’s modernisation agenda, giving the rela-

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tionship the momentum it needed to
move beyond the oil rig.

Diplomatic consolidation: This se-
guence points to more than routine
diplomatic activism. A first inflection
point came in 2024, when President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev visited Rome
and official discussions moved be-
yond hydrocarbons to encompass
manufacturing, logistics and critical
raw materials. In May 2025, Prime
Minister Giorgia Meloni travelled to
Astana to reinforce this trajectory,
accompanied by a strong business
delegation, with Italian companies
actively exploring concrete invest-
ment opportunities on the ground.
This diplomatic cycle culminated in
September 2025 with President Ser-
gio Mattarella’s state visit. As a super
partes figure, the President of the
Italian Republic was uniquely placed
to highlight culture, education and
scientific cooperation as pillars of a
more mature and durable partner-
ship, one designed to outlast political
cycles.

Taken together, these moves suggest
that Italy is consciously positioning
Kazakhstan as a long-term partner
rather than a purely transactional
counterpart. They also reflect a more
confident Italian foreign policy, en-
abled by an unusually long period
of domestic political continuity, and
a sober assessment of Kazakhstan as
a stable, moderate and resource-rich
actor in one of the world’s most stra-
tegically consequential regions.

Co-production, green transition and
critical raw materials: These deliber-
ate policy choices are yielding tan-
gible results. By the mid-2020s, Italy
had become Kazakhstan's leading
trading partner within the EU, with
bilateral trade approaching $20 bil-
lion, well ahead of other Union mem-
bers, whose trade volumes typically
stand in the $3-5 billion range (Mel-
oni, 2025).

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A central feature of this evolution is the
emergence of a co-production model, of-
ten described as "Made with ltaly”, rather
than simply "Made in Italy”, which prioritises
joint ventures and technology transfer over
the export of finished goods. Italian firms
are increasingly establishing production and
processing facilities in Kazakhstan, notably
in agribusiness and manufacturing, integrat-
ing Italian know-how into local value chains
(Ministry of Trade and Integration of Kazakh-
stan, 2025).

Energy remains central to the partnership,
but its relative weight has gradually declined
as other sectors expand, and its character
is evolving in line with the green transition.
Thus, Eni has expanded its Kazakh portfolio to
include solar and wind projects. Beyond ener-

gy production, it has invested close
to one billion US dollars in social
development programmes in west-
ern Kazakhstan, supporting schools,
healthcare facilities, transport infra-
structure and other local services — a
less visible but telling marker of long-
term engagement.

Other ltalian actors, including Ansal-
do Energia, are contributing to the
modernisation of power plants, with
a focus on improving efficiency and
lowering environmental impact. Ini-
tial cooperation on hydrogen, while
still at an early stage, reflects shared
interest in future energy solutions
and long-term planning: for Kazakh-
stan, by preparing for a role beyond

Critical raw materials have also moved up the
bilateral agenda. Europe’s green and digital
transitions depend on secure access to min-
erals such as rare earths, lithium, and other
strategic materials, at a time of intensifying
global competition (including by some of
Europe's key partners). Kazakhstan holds sig-
nificant reserves and has expressed interest
not only in extraction but also in developing
local processing capacity. Italy’s engagement
focuses on cooperation rather than simple
sourcing. Discussions include exploration
standards, environmental sustainability and
the development of local processing. This
aligns with European efforts to reduce strate-
gic dependencies. For Kazakhstan, this offers
a pathway to move up the value chain and
strengthen its industrial base (Ghiselli, 2025).

Connectivity and soft power: The disruption of
traditional routes through Russia has pushed
the Trans-Caspian Middle Corridor from the
margins to the centre of Europe-Central Asia

Italian ports and logis-
tics operators are positioning them-
selves as the key Mediterranean end-
points along this route, which runs
across the Caspian Sea and the South
Caucasus. This matters strategically: it
offers Europe a credible southern al-
ternative, which makes supply chains
more reliable and less dependent
on just the northern corridors alone
(Meloni, 2025).

Connectivity, however, is not only
about infrastructure. The launch in
2024 of a direct Milan-Almaty flight,
operated several times per week (to
the satisfaction of the authors) is a
concrete sign of closer links between
the two communities. In parallel,
the Italian Cultural Institute in Al-
maty, opened in late 2023 as ltaly's
first such presence in Central Asia,
has been expanding activities in lan-
guage promotion, cultural exchange
and the creative industries. These
initiatives build on a longer artistic
connection between the two coun-
tries, perhaps best symbolised by
Italy’s contribution to the Astana Op-
era house, now one of Central Asia’s
landmark cultural institutions.

Educational and institutional ties
have deepened alongside these de-
velopments. Kazakhstan's adoption
of the Bologna system since 2010 has
facilitated academic compatibility
with Europe and supported growing
educational exchanges. More than
4,000 Kazakh students are currently
enrolled in Italian universities, many
supported by Italian scholarships -
making ltaly, interestingly, the lead-
ing destination within the EU and,
in global terms, one of the top hosts
worldwide, after Russia and Chi-
na and ahead of the US (Ministry of
Science and Higher Education of Ka-
zakhstan, 2025). At the same time, a
growing number of publications on
Kazakhstan, not only as a travel desti-
nation but also as a place of opportu-
nity, have started to appear in Italian
newspapers and magazines. After all,

Eurasia: emerging bloc or pragmatic conver-
gence?: By the time of writing, Italy and Ka-
zakhstan have built what is arguably one of
the most advanced European partnerships in
Central Asia. What began as a largely hydro-
carbon-focused relationship has evolved into
a broader dialogue spanning industry, energy
transition, critical raw materials, connectivity
and culture.

Does this evolution revive earlier debates -
advanced notably by authors such as Bruno
Macaes - about "Eurasia” emerging as a new
geopolitical bloc linking the Mediterranean
to the Central Asian steppes? Probably not.

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What is taking shape looks far less like a geo-
political construct and far more like a prag-
matic alignment of interests among ‘middle
powers’, each adapting to a more transac-
tional international environment by diversify-
ing partnerships, reducing vulnerabilities and
preserving room for manoeuvre.

The gains are tangible on both sides. For Italy,
this alignment delivers incremental advances
in strategic autonomy, industrial competi-
tiveness and access to resources and grow-
ing markets, facilitated by greater domestic
political stability. For Kazakhstan, it supports
economic diversification, technological up-
grading and deeper ties with Europe, without
locking the country into exclusive alignments

At the regional level, it reinforc-
es a European presence in a strategically vi-
tal East-West corridor, while remaining fully
compatible with Kazakhstan's long-standing
multi-vector foreign policy.

Seen in this light, the Rome-Astana partner-
ship appears well positioned to endure. Its
quiet pragmatism may ultimately reveal more
about contemporary realpolitik than any
grand narrative of emerging blocs.

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KAZAKHSTAN'S ACCEPTANCE OF THE
BOARD OF PEACE INVITATION: REDEFINING
ITS ROLE IN GLOBAL DIPLOMACY?

Kazakhstan's acceptance of the invi-
tation to join the newly established
Board of Peace in January 2026 marks
a significant moment in the evolu-
tion of its foreign policy. President
Kassym-Jomart Tokayev confirmed
his participation following an invita-
tion extended by the U.S. President,
Donald Trump, during the World
Economic Forum in Davos, where 19
founding countries were announced
as initial members (Euronews, 2026).
According to official statements,
President Tokayev expressed Kazakh-
stan’'s readiness to contribute to “last-
ing peace and strengthening inter-
national trust,” thereby aligning the
decision with the country's broad-
er diplomatic doctrine (Al-Monitor,
2026).

This move might be interpreted with-
in the framework of Kazakhstan's
multi-vector foreign policy, a stra-
tegic doctrine that seeks to balance
relations among major powers while
safeguarding national sovereignty.
Over the past three decades, Astana
has cultivated close economic ties
with the European Union, strategic
cooperation with China, and security
linkages with Russia, while simulta-
neously expanding engagement with
the United States. Recent assess-
ments highlight that this balancing
approach remains central to Kazakh-

amid heightened global polarization (FIIA,
2026). Participation in a U.S.-initiated peace
platform thus reflects continuity rather than
rupture in Kazakhstan's diplomatic behavior.

At the same time, the Board of Peace rep-
resents a novel institutional format. Unlike es-
tablished multilateral mechanisms embedded
within the United Nations system, the Board
functions as a flexible coalition of states sup-
porting conflict resolution initiatives, initially
framed around post-conflict stabilization in
Gaza but potentially expanding in scope (The
Diplomat, 2026). Kazakhstan's consent to join
as a founding member signals its willingness
to engage in emerging diplomatic architec-
tures outside traditional frameworks. This
reflects a broader trend in international re-
lations, where ad hoc coalitions increasingly
complement formal institutions.

Kazakhstan's diplomatic activism has
long emphasized mediation and dia-
logue. The country previously hosted
the Astana Process talks on Syria and
has promoted nuclear non-prolifer-
ation as a cornerstone of its inter-
national identity. In a January 2026
interview, President Tokayev reiter-
ated that Kazakhstan's foreign policy
priorities include strengthening dia-
logue mechanisms and supporting
peaceful conflict resolution, while
avoiding overt alignment with com-
peting blocs (Astana Times, 2026a).
This cautious but proactive position-
ing helps explain why Kazakhstan
would join the Board of Peace: partic-
ipation enhances diplomatic visibility
without formally binding the country
to a rigid geopolitical camp.

Moreover, Kazakhstan's engagement
appears designed to elevate its sta-
tus as a middle power capable of
contributing to global governance
debates. As Euronews (2026) reports,
the Board of Peace was presented as
a platform for cooperative security
and reconstruction efforts, bringing
together states from different re-
gions. By entering at the founding
stage, Kazakhstan ensures that it has
a voice in shaping the initiative's nor-
mative and operational agenda. For
a state situated at the crossroads of
Eurasia, such early involvement can
translate into reputational capital and
enhanced diplomatic leverage.

However, the strategic implications
are layered. Analysts from the Finn-
ish Institute of International Affairs
caution that Kazakhstan's foreign
policy balancing faces structural con-
straints, particularly due to economic
and infrastructural interdependence
with Russia (FIIA, 2026). Engaging
in a U.S.-initiated peace board may
therefore require careful diplomatic
calibration to avoid perceptions of
strategic drift. Kazakhstan's leader-
ship must ensure that its participation
is framed as multilateral cooperation
rather than geopolitical realignment.

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Domestic considerations also play a role. Ka-
zakhstan's government has emphasized po-
litical reform and economic modernization
as priorities for 2026 (Astana Times, 2026a).
High-profile international commitments must
therefore be justified not only in terms of
prestige but also in terms of tangible ben-
efits. While participation in peace initiatives
enhances global visibility, its domestic legit-
imacy depends on demonstrating how such
engagement contributes to national stability,
economic diversification, or foreign invest-
ment.

In addition, questions remain regarding the
institutional durability and effectiveness of
the Board of Peace. According to The Dip-
lomat (2026), some invited states have ap-
proached the initiative cautiously, awaiting
clearer operational guidelines and funding
mechanisms. The long-term influence of the
Board will depend on whether it evolves into

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a structured forum capable of coordi-
nating sustained diplomatic engage-
ment or remains primarily symbolic.
For Kazakhstan, active participation,
through policy proposals, financial
contributions, or mediation sup-
port, will be necessary to ensure that
membership translates into substan-
tive diplomatic influence.

Nevertheless, Kazakhstan's broader
diplomatic pattern suggests a calcu-
lated approach. In reviewing its for-
eign policy trajectory during 2025,
Astana Times (2026b) described Ka-
zakhstan’'s strategy as one of “stra-
tegic recalibration,” emphasizing en-
gagement with diverse actors while
maintaining  principled neutrality.

Acceptance of the Board of Peace
invitation fits squarely within this
paradigm. Rather than altering its

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foundational doctrine, Kazakhstan appears to
be expanding the arenas in which it practices
multi-vector engagement.

Another important dimension of Kazakhstan’s
acceptance of the Board of Peace invitation
concerns its positioning within evolving glob-
al governance structures. As traditional mul-
tilateral institutions face legitimacy and effec-
tiveness challenges, alternative and flexible
platforms have gained prominence. Analysts
increasingly note that ad hoc coalitions and
informal boards are becoming instruments
through which states test new forms of coop-
eration outside rigid institutional constraints
(The Diplomat, 2026). By joining such an ini-
tiative at its inception, Kazakhstan signals its
openness to experimental diplomatic formats
that complement, rather than replace, estab-
lished mechanisms like the United Nations.

This approach is consistent with Kazakhstan's
recent emphasis on pragmatic institutional
pluralism. Rather than relying exclusively on
universal organizations, Astana has diversified
its diplomatic engagement across regional,

forms. In early 2026, President To-
kayev emphasized that Kazakhstan's
foreign policy seeks to “strengthen
international institutions while re-
maining flexible in response to glob-
al fragmentation” (Astana Times,
2026a). Participation in the Board
of Peace thus reflects an attempt to
hedge against institutional paralysis
by engaging in multiple diplomatic
tracks simultaneously.

The economic dimension of Kazakh-
stan's diplomacy also warrants at-
tention. Peace-oriented engagement
increasingly intersects with develop-
ment, reconstruction, and investment
agendas. Euronews (2026) notes that
the Board of Peace envisions not only
political dialogue but also the co-
ordination of post-conflict recovery
efforts. For Kazakhstan, involvement
in such initiatives may open indirect
economic opportunities, including
participation in reconstruction proj-
ects, infrastructure development, or
humanitarian logistics. While these
outcomes remain speculative, they
reinforce the logic of engagement
from a cost-benefit perspective rath-
er than purely normative consider-
ations.

At the same time, Kazakhstan's lead-
ership appears conscious of reputa-
tional risk. Middle powers engaging
in high-profile initiatives must care-
fully manage expectations to avoid
reputational  overextension  (FIIA,
2026). If peace initiatives fail to deliv-
er concrete outcomes, participating
states risk association with diplomat-
ic ineffectiveness. Kazakhstan's cau-
tious rhetoric surrounding the Board
of Peace, emphasizing contribution
rather than leadership, suggests an
awareness of these constraints and
a desire to limit exposure while still
gaining visibility.

From a regional standpoint, Kazakh-
stan's participation may also influ-
ence Central Asia’s collective diplo-

While Uzbekistan reportedly
joined the initiative alongside Kazakhstan,
other Central Asian states have adopted a
wait-and-see approach (The Diplomat, 2026).
Astana’s involvement could thus serve as a
test case for how regional actors engage with
emerging global initiatives led by external
powers. If Kazakhstan successfully balances
participation with neutrality, it may reinforce
its informal leadership role within Central
Asia as a diplomatic trendsetter.

Finally, Kazakhstan's engagement with the
Board of Peace underscores a broader shift
in how the country conceptualizes sovereign-
ty and influence. Rather than viewing sover-
eignty solely as insulation from external in-
volvement, Astana increasingly frames it as
the capacity to participate meaningfully in
shaping international norms. This aligns with
President Tokayev's repeated assertion that

The evolution of the middle power
concept in International Relations
theory reveals not merely the co-
existence of different schools, but a
dialectical development of the cat-
egory itself: from a static position
in a hierarchy to a dynamic practice
within a structure. This article of-
fers a critical reconstruction of this
trajectory, moving beyond the sim-
ple opposition of «resource-based»
and «behavioural» approaches. The
analysis seeks to establish Kazakh-
stan’s middle power identity by as-
sessing its material capabilities and
behavioural patterns. This condition
of structural constraint has given rise
to a foreign policy doctrine explicitly
designed to avoid fixed alignment.
Kazakhstan's foreign policy rep-
resents a paradigmatic example of a
middle power employing systematic
hedging to navigate a high-risk geo-
political environment. The concep-
tual linkage between national policy
and academic theory was formalised
by President Kassym-Jomart Toka-
yev, who characterised the state as a
“principled and balanced actor” and
explicitly referenced its identity as an
“emerging Middle Power." This iden-
tity was translated into diplomatic
practice during the 2025 United Na-
tions General Assembly, where Ka-
zakhstan's delegation advocated for

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Security Council reform to amplify the voices
of “responsible states” capable of bridging
great-power deadlock a classic behavioural
claim of middle powers seeking to promote
functional multilateralism and mediate in sys-
temic conflicts.

Within International Relations scholarship,
middle powers are typically identified through
a composite of moderate material capacity
and distinct behavioural patterns. However,
these same attributes create profound vul-
nerabilities, encapsulating a “geostrategic
curse.” Its vast borders with Russia and China
transform the nation into a permanent zone
of major power interest, inherently limiting its
freedom of alignment.

The classical, or materialist canon (exempli-
fied by scholars like Andrew F. Cooper, Richard
A. Higgott, and Kim Richard Nossal), reduced
middle power status to an intermediate po-
sition in an objective hierarchy of capabili-
ties. Dominant in the 20th century, this ap-
proach suffered a fundamental contradiction:

Holbraad crystallized the behavioral
school, portraying them as stabiliz-
ers and mediators the «good inter-
national citizens» of the system. This
focus on activist diplomacy was giv-
en structural context by Keohane's
(1969) earlier relational thinking,
which positioned middle powers in
the hierarchical space between the
great and the small. However, this
traditional view was inherently limit-
ed. It described a certain type of state
often developed, liberal, and Atlan-
ticist but struggled to account for
variation and change. Nuechterlein
(1991) injected a necessary dose of
realism into this, arguing that middle
power status was conditional and in-
terest-driven, not a permanent moral
category. Ravenhill (1998) astutely
observed in his analysis of activist cy-
cles, this drive for niche leadership is
not constant. It ebbs and flows with
domestic political will, leadership
personality, and the openings pro-
vided by the international structure
itself. Ravenhill's work served as a
crucial bridge, connecting the func-
tionalist's focus on action with the
systemic and domestic constraints
that enable or disable it.

Thus, the scientific discourse on mid-
dle powers is a living conversation
between Holbraad's (1984) mediator
and Cooper’s (1997) niche entrepre-
neur, between Nuechterlein's (1991)
conditional interests and Ping’'s
(2005) aspirational statecraft, and be-
tween Nolte’s (2010) regional analyst
and newer perspectives on emerging
powers.

The scholarly analysis of Kazakhstan
as a middle power presents a dialec-
tic between a sophisticated, state-led
narrative of international agency and
a critical academic deconstruction of
its domestic foundations. This body
of work reveals a nation engaged in

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a calculated project of identity-craft,
where foreign policy is a primary tool
for regime security and prestige. At
its core, the literature grapples with a
central paradox: can an authoritarian
state effectively perform the role of
a normative, «good international citi-
zen» middle power?

The foundation of Kazakhstan's mid-
dle power identity is understood by
scholars as a deliberate, top-down
construct. The works of Marléne Laru-
elle (2019) and data from institutions
like the World Bank illustrate how re-
source wealth and connectivity proj-
ects like the Belt and Road Initiative
provide the economic substrate for
middle power claims, linking transit
corridors to strategic influence.

This rich academic debate exists in
stark contrast to the state-affiliated
intellectual project emanating from
institutes like The Kazakhstan Insti-
tute for Strategic Studies. Official
publications, such as those by Yerbu-
lat Seilekhanov on middle powers in
global geopolitics or Miras Zhiyenba-
yev's (2023) Widening the Scope,
foreworded by Shigeo Katsu, seek
to theoretically elevate Kazakhstan's
strategy. They depict this approach
not simply as a form of adaptive
multi-vectorism, but as a construc-
tive force in the development of an
evolving multipolar world order. This
deliberately crafted narrative, how-
ever, systematically marginalizes the
substantial domestic governance
concerns documented by indepen-
dent scholarly research.

Kazakhstan could be considered a
paradigmatic  «authoritarian  mid-
dle power» Its foreign policy is a
masterclass in maximizing agency
within severe structural constraints
geographic, economic, and political.
The scholarly consensus confirms the
strategy’s tactical success in build-
ing prestige and regional influence.
Yet, the critical scholarship insists
on a fundamental limitation: with-

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out democratic reform, the credibility and
normative impact of its middle power per-
formance will remain perpetually contested,
caught between its aspirations for interna-
tional leadership and the illiberal foundations
of its domestic authority.

The officially declared multi-vector approach
reflects this logic and can be analysed as a
structured hedging strategy rather than a
rhetorical commitment to balance. Kassym-
Jomart Kemeluly Tokayev defined Kazakh-
stan's foreign policy mission through this
lens, characterising the state as a “principled
and balanced actor” and formally describing
its identity as that of an “emerging Middle
Power."

This narrative of national identity was subse-
quently substantiated and enacted through
the official statement delivered by Kazakh-
stan to the United Nations General Assembly
in September 2025. While avoiding specific
terminology, Tokayev (2025) presented a core

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argument for comprehensive UN reform, par-
ticularly of the Security Council. He contend-
ed that amplifying the voices of “responsible
states” within this body was essential, as they
possess the capacity to serve as bridging ac-
tors and advance pragmatic solutions during
great-power deadlock.

Within international relations theory, middle
powers are often identified through a com-
bination of material capacity and behavioural
patterns. Kazakhstan fits this composite pro-
file. Its material resources are sufficient to
sustain regional influence, yet insufficient to
impose outcomes independently. This posi-
tion has encouraged the use of diplomacy, in-
stitutional participation, and agenda-setting
in limited policy areas. As a result, influence
has been exercised indirectly, through credi-
bility and mediation, rather than through co-
ercive means.

Kazakhstan's foreign policy behaviour further
supports its classification as a middle power.
Since the 1990s, emphasis has been placed
on multilateral engagement as a mechanism
for reducing uncertainty and managing exter-
nal risk. Participation in global and regional
institutions has functioned not only as a sig-
nalling device, but also as a practical tool for

Mediation has risen to prominence
as a core operational characteristic.
Through the provision of a forum for
discussions pertaining to Syria and
Iran, Kazakhstan has established it-
self as a neutral intermediary as op-
posed to an interested participant.
This function has increased its dip-
lomatic profile while simultaneously
mitigating direct entanglement in
adversarial disputes. The effective-
ness of this approach has relied on
perceived neutrality and the absence
of revisionist ambition.

A further dimension of behavioural
middle powermanship has been
niche  diplomacy. Kazakhstan's
long-standing commitment to nucle-
ar non-proliferation has provided a
stable area of international credibility.
This focus has compensated for lim-
ited influence in security politics and
has allowed the country to contrib-
ute to global governance in a defined
policy domain. These patterns of be-
havior demonstrate that Kazakhstan's
influence is built on predictability and
institutional engagement, not coer-
cion.

Kazakhstan's foreign policy illustrates
how a state with intermediate mate-
rial capacity can calibrate its strate-
gy to manage structural constraints.
Multi-vectorism, as a hedging strat-
egy, has preserved autonomy, diver-
sified risk, and expanded diplomatic
space. The approach has allowed
Kazakhstan to act as a stabiliser in
Central Asia, a stakeholder in global
nuclear policy, and a partner to mul-
tiple great powers. However, future
challenges temper this assessment.
Intensification of great power com-
petition may reduce the space for
hedging. Heightened expectations
from major powers could force clear-
er alignment choices. Economic de-
pendence on resource exports and
infrastructure financing may con-

1993 yilinda kurulan Bola-
sak burs programi bu politikanin en bilinen
araci olmustur. Bugline kadar 15 binden fazla
ogrencinin egitim aldigi program, Kazakistan
vatandaslarinin yurt disindaki seckin tniversi-
telerde lisansustl egitim ve bilimsel staj yap-
malarini destekleyerek tlkenin insan serma-
yesini kiiresel bilgi aglarina baglamistir. Resmi

Bu nedenle
Kazakistan, TDT icinde sadece ulusal reform-
larini surdiren bir Ulke degil, ayni zamanda
ortak bir ylksekdgretim alaninin kurumsallas-
masina katki sunabilecek merkez ulkelerden
biri olarak da degerlendirilebilir (Turk Devlet-
leri Teskilati, 2025a, 2025b).

Genel olarak degerlendirildiginde elde edilen
onemli kazanimlara ragmen mevcut tablonun
tamamen sorunsuz oldugu sdylenemez.

Son olarak,
dis ortakhklarin uzun vadeli ve karsilikli fayda
saglayan iliskilere donisebilmesi igin kurum-
sal hafiza, mevzuat uyumu ve yerel akademik
kapasite Uizerinde daha fazla yol kat edilmesi
gerekmektedir.

Sonug olarak Kazakistan'da ylksekogretimin
uluslararasilasmasi, yalnizca egitim sistemi-
nin disa agilmasi anlamina gelmemektedir. Bu
sure¢ ayni zamanda devletin kalkinma strate-
jileri, dis politika yonelimleri ve bolgesel rol
arayislari ile i¢ ice ge¢mis ¢ok katmanli bir
donisim surecidir. Bologna uyumu, arastir-
ma Universiteleri, Bolasak programi, yabanci
sube kampdsler, teknoloji odakl ortakliklar ve
Tark diinyasi icindeki kurumsal aglar bu sire-
cin temel bilesenleri arasinda yer almaktadir.
Ozellikle Kasim Jomart-Tokayev déneminde
bu alanin daha acik hedeflerle tanimlanmasi,
ylksekodgretimin artik sadece sosyal bir alan
degil, stratejik bir rekabet sahasi olarak da
gorildigunt gostermektedir (Akorda, 2024;
Tirk Devletleri Teskilati, 2025a).

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We live in a period marked by the
growing impact of natural disasters,
the consequences of which expand
across multiple dimensions - eco-
nomic, humanitarian, environmental
etc. According to internationally ac-
cepted standards of the UN Office
for Disaster Risk Reduction, eco-
nomic losses from natural disasters
include the direct physical economic
losses from natural disasters due to
natural hazards. Since the 1970s, the
economic losses associated with nat-
ural disasters have followed a steep
upward trajectory, in some years
reaching several hundreds of billions
of dollars (Our World in Data, 2025).
This increase, however, cannot be at-
tributed solely to a rise in the intrinsic
severity of hazards. The primary driv-
ers of escalating economic losses are
structural. The increasing intensity
of certain climatic hazards, especial-
ly floods, heatwaves, wildfires, and
extreme rainfall, has contributed to
this trend, although growing expo-
sure remains the main factor. Glob-
al population growth, coupled with
the concentration of settlement in
hazard-prone zones, coastal regions,
floodplains, seismic belts, and volca-
nic areas, has significantly expanded
exposure. Rapid urbanization has in-
tensified the spatial concentration of
people and assets, while the growing

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value and technological sophistication of in-
frastructure have magnified the monetary
value of damage when disasters occur.

At the same time, objective indicators mea-
sured in non-monetary units also point to
changing hazard dynamics, particularly in
relation to climate-related extremes. This is
reflected in the composition of global losses,
which in recent decades have been dominat-
ed by disasters classified as extreme weather
events - high-intensity or anomalous atmo-
spheric phenomena that exceed historical
climatic norms and generate substantial so-
cio-economic disruption. The year 2017 was
peak, with global disaster losses surpassing
$300 billion, largely due to several powerful

In subsequent
years, global losses have remained
high but somewhat lower, typically
fluctuating within the range of $100-
200 billion per year (Our World in
Data, 2025).

Kazakhstan and most of Central Asia
typically are not considered regions
that incur huge losses from natu-
ral disasters. The average economic
losses from natural disasters in these
Central Asian countries usually stand
below 0.1% of their GDP compared to
0.2-0.3% of global average. However,
Tajikistan stands out in this region
due to its big economic losses from
natural disasters which often surpass
the global average. For instance, the
economic losses from natural di-
sasters in the early 1990s and early
2000s occasionally reached 2-3% of
the country's GDP (FAO, 2019; Our
World in Data, 2025). There are sev-
eral factors that make natural disas-
ters so costly for this Central Asian
country. Tajikistan has the smallest
economy in Central Asia of about
$18.9 billion (IMF, 2026). Water man-
agement for Tajikistan is extremely
important as it is very much depen-
dent on agriculture and power gen-
eration, which make the backbone
of the country’s economy. Although
the country possesses substantial
freshwater reserves in the form of
glaciers located in its high mountain
regions, effective use of this resource
requires a complex, well-functioning,
and secure water management sys-
tem, including reliable and technical-
ly advanced water distribution infra-
structure capable of delivering water
safely from high altitudes to fertile
lowlands. Consequently, any failure
or extreme weather event in Tajiki-
stan that affects its water balance is
a source of very significant risks for
its economy. It is therefore not sur-
prising that the biggest causes of the
most costly natural disasters in this
country are related to water, such as

Be-
sides that, Tajikistan, similar to other Central
Asian countries, is also prone to earthquakes,
which are much more unpredictable than ex-
treme weather.

In a certain sense, Tajikistan can be seen as an
intensified version of Central Asia as a whole
in terms of natural disaster risk. More than
three-quarters of disaster-related losses in
the region are water-related, whether caused
by excess water or by scarcity of it. This pat-
tern is largely shaped by basic geographic
conditions, which make other hazards such as
volcanic activity, large-scale wildfires, or ma-
jor dust storms either irrelevant or insignifi-
cant for most of the region. In all five Central
Asian states, the majority of economic loss-

These events
are typically triggered by extreme
weather conditions, including exces-
sive rainfall, insufficient precipitation,
rapid snowmelt, or combinations
of these factors. Thus, for instance,
major floods in Kazakhstan in 2024
caused estimated damages of around
$440 million, reflecting the severe
impacts of seasonal flooding in the
region (Qazinform.com, 2024). Large
floods affecting Kazakhstan in 2024-
2025 were linked to rapid snowmelt
and extreme hydrological conditions
- overwhelmed flood-control infra-
structure. Government reports noted
that many hydraulic structures (dams,

condition increased displacement and risk
during the floods (IDMC, 2025). Similarly, in
May 2020, a reservoir dam wall in Uzbeki-
stan’s Sirdaryo region partially collapsed af-
ter a period of heavy rainfall, releasing water
that flooded areas in both Uzbekistan and
Kazakhstan and forced tens of thousands of
evacuations (Eurasianet.org, 2020). In April
2022, heavy rainfall triggered floods and
mudflows across several regions of Uzbeki-
stan resulting in multiple fatalities, displace-
ment and damage to farms and buildings. A
major dam breach at the Sardoba Reservoir
in May 2020 caused widespread flooding that
affected tens of thousands of people and ag-
ricultural land in Uzbekistan and neighbour-

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ing Kazakhstan after a wall failure following
heavy rain. In August 2023, intense rainfall
triggered flooding and mudflows in the Tup
district of Kyrgyzstan, leading to local dam-
age and humanitarian impacts. In August
2023, heavy rainfall led to severe flooding
and landslides in several parts of Tajikistan;
emergency authorities reported multiple fa-
talities and widespread damage. These are
only some of the recent natural disasters that
occurred in Central Asia.

Interestingly, despite being a region recur-
rently affected by droughts and widely char-
acterized as water-stressed, Central Asia also
experiences frequent flooding. This apparent
paradox is explained by the highly seasonal
and spatially uneven nature of water avail-
ability, whereby large volumes are delivered

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over short periods through snowmelt and
extreme precipitation, while prolonged dry
phases prevail during the rest of the year. Flat
downstream topography, sediment-laden riv-
er systems, limited natural buffering capacity,
and rigid, infrastructure-heavy irrigation net-
works amplify peak discharges and transform
episodic surpluses into destructive floods. As
a result, the region simultaneously faces ex-
cess water and structural scarcity of it, both
originating from the same pattern of tem-
poral concentration and weak regulatory ca-
pacity. Floods and earthquakes constitute the
two most costly and socially impactful natural
hazards in Central Asia. Floods, which pre-
dominantly occur in spring, are estimated to
affect around one million people across the
region and to generate average annual eco-
nomic losses of approximately $4 billion. The
impact of earthquakes is even greater, affect-
ing close to two million people and result-
ing in economic losses of roughly $5 billion
(World Bank Group & GFDRR, 2016), a signifi-
cant burden given the region’s combined GDP
of about $513 billion. Unlike floods, however,
earthquakes are highly episodic and largely
unpredictable in both timing and magnitude,
so their economic effects tend to materialize
as abrupt systemic shocks rather than as re-
current, seasonally patterned losses.

An important structural factor shaping di-
saster risk in Central Asia, as well as in other
post-Soviet states, is the legacy of aging in-
frastructure inherited from the Soviet period.
Many large hydraulic, energy, and industrial
systems were built within an ideological and
geopolitical framework that prioritized terri-
torial integration, industrial expansion, and
the demonstration of technological power,
often with little attention to long-term eco-
nomic efficiency or environmental sustain-
ability. The collapse of the USSR created a
sharp rupture in the management and financ-
ing of these facilities. Maintenance systems
weakened, fiscal resources declined, and a
significant part of the technical expertise
was lost through retirement or emigration.
As a result, numerous big objects entered
the post-1991 era operating under econom-
ic and institutional conditions for which they
were not designed.

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different demographic and climatic
assumptions increasingly operates
beyond its intended lifecycle. Under
extreme precipitation, seismic events,
or temperature stress, accumulat-
ed wear and structural fatigue may
transform natural hazards into cas-
cading technological failures. Disaster
risk in the region is therefore shaped
not only by environmental exposure,
but also by technological and institu-
tional rupture caused by the collapse
of the Soviet Union. Here we encoun-
ter an ambiguity in the classification
of disasters that appear purely natu-
ral, as they are triggered by extreme
weather events, yet the scale of re-
sulting damage is largely shaped by
infrastructural weakness and the
mismanagement of large facilities.
In such cases, environmental stress
acts as a trigger, while the magnitude
of destruction reflects accumulated
structural fatigue and institutional
shortcomings. By contrast, relatively
recent incidents in Kazakhstan such
as the large ammunition explosion in
Arys in 2019 and the series of military
warehouse explosions in the Zham-
byl region in 2021 are formally clas-
sified as technogenic, or man-made,
disasters. However, the underlying
structural drivers are comparable. In
both cases, whether events are cat-
egorized as natural or technogenic,
the severity of consequences is close-
ly linked to the mismanagement and
deteriorating condition of large-scale
infrastructure established during the
Soviet period.

Central Asian countries, similarly to
other post-Soviet states, have a sub-
stantial stock of large-scale infra-
structure facilities inherited from the
Soviet period. Some of these facili-
ties have been successfully integrat-
ed into contemporary infrastructural
and production systems and remain
operational under current economic
conditions. Others, however, are cost-
ly to maintain, function only partially,
or no longer correspond to the struc-

Despite
limited practical utility, they continue to exist
as material liabilities, since their dismantling
or full decommissioning would require con-
siderable financial and technical resources.
This does not imply that newly constructed
infrastructure is immune to failure. Contem-
porary facilities may also be vulnerable due
to design flaws, mismanagement, or insuffi-
cient oversight. Nevertheless, the accumu-
lated stock of aging Soviet-era infrastructure
constitutes an additional layer of systemic
risk in post-Soviet countries. Unfortunately,
no comprehensive statistics exist that would
precisely quantify the scale and condition of
these objects.

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Aging infrastructure, often located in less vis-
ible and increasingly depopulated areas, con-
stitutes an additional source of risk in Central
Asia. Unlike floods or droughts, which tend
to follow seasonal and relatively systematic
patterns, infrastructure-related failures are far
less predictable. The deteriorating condition
of these facilities makes them highly sensitive
to external stress, including extreme weath-
er events. This risk is particularly relevant for
Kazakhstan, which inherited a larger stock of
infrastructure from the collapse of the USSR
than other Central Asian states. At the same
time, significant population displacement
during the post-Soviet period has left many
settlements and infrastructure sites with lim-
ited supervision and maintenance, especial-

As a result,
material deterioration and institutional ne-
glect may combine to increase the probabil-
ity of sudden failure. Reports from regional
workshops and environmental assessments
highlight instability at legacy mine tailings
and waste-storage sites (e.g., uranium tailings
near legacy mining towns), where rainfall,
landslides, and slope instability pose ongoing
risks of release of contaminants. Human and
natural factors combined in these cases illus-
trate the latent hazard around aging industri-
al structures (UNECE, 2025).

Although Central Asia records lower abso-
lute economic losses from natural disasters
than the global average, its institutional and
infrastructural capacity to cope with the ris-
ing magnitude and frequency of extreme
events remains limited. Consequently, even
moderate hazards increasingly result in eco-
nomic disruption and, occasionally, popula-
tion displacement. This is particularly evident
in Tajikistan, whose small economic base
makes disaster-related losses disproportion-
ately burdensome. Most disasters in the re-
gion stem from the uneven seasonal distri-
bution of water, producing recurrent cycles
of droughts, floods, and mudflows. At the
same time, the aging infrastructure inherit-
ed from the collapse of the USSR, including
water-control facilities, industrial and mining
sites, and energy and heating networks, adds
a technological layer of risk. The ongoing ma-
terial deterioration, combined with extreme
weather triggers and demographic pressures,
structurally increases the likelihood and po-
tential severity of future disasters.

«We enter 2026 with a world teeter-
ing on the brink of collapse»—these
are the opening words of the annual
global risks report prepared by the
World Economic Forum (2026). Their
assessment is based on a wide range
of factors, but the experts identify
geoeconomic confrontations be-
tween countries, disinformation, and
social polarization as the three most
problematic factors in the short term.
These factors not only affect relations
between countries but also cause an
internal erosion of statehood, insti-
tutions, and trust between different
groups of citizens. Escalating inter-
nal civil and institutional conflicts in
the United States (Jensen and Young,
2025) and political paralysis in France
(McHugh, 2025) and other European
countries highlight the urgency of
domestic policy issues even for the
most developed countries. Within
this perspective, questions of peo-
ple's trust in institutions, ruling elites,
and the foundations of statehood in
general come to the forefront of na-
tional domestic policy. All these con-
cepts are part of the general idea of
citizenship and the active role of citi-
zens in national life, making this topic
particularly relevant for countries un-
dergoing political and social change
and reform.

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Civic consciousness is a complex and multi-
faceted concept, comprising various comple-
mentary elements. For example, according to
Chebotarev (2025), the key elements of civic
consciousness are civic awareness, civic activ-
ism, civic participation, civic responsibility, po-
litical culture, and legal culture. Each of these
terms encompasses a broad range of poten-
tial actions and behavioral patterns among
citizens, but collectively they paint a picture
of a citizen who is educated and interested
in political and legal issues in their country,
who has a position on important issues, who
considers themselves involved in public and
government affairs, and who feels respon-
sible for their country, city, and community.
This image of a citizen may seem idealized,
and reality almost always differs from these
composite images. However, such a model of
civic consciousness, or one close to it, can be
an important factor in ensuring the stability
and development of state and national sys-

Shifting the focus of analysis to the Central
Asian region, it should be noted that the
transformation of civic models here is taking
place against the backdrop of overcoming
layers of a difficult historical legacy. Unlike
Western democracies, where the crisis of trust
is largely linked to political polarization, in
the post-Soviet republics, the key barriers are
persistent state paternalism and low levels of
horizontal trust within society, reinforced by
traditionalist patterns within the institution of
the family, which negatively impact the de-
velopment of civic agency among residents.

The collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991
marked a turning point for the emergence
of new models of interaction between the
state and citizens in Central Asian countries.
The transition from a centralized political sys-
tem to independent nation-states brought
not only institutional but also profound so-
cial transformations. The Soviet system en-
visioned limited autonomy for civic partic-

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ipation, with key decisions made by
state structures and citizens' roles
largely limited to formal participation
in state-organized processes, such as
running for office as a single candi-
date, membership in mass public or-
ganizations, including the Komsomol
and trade unions, and participation
in government campaigns and initia-
tives. Despite the high level of formal
public engagement, these mecha-
nisms primarily served the function of
political mobilization and social inte-
gration rather than the development
and expression of independent civic
voices. One of the very few active
and visible civil movements in Cen-
tral Asia at the beginning of the 20th
century was the Alash movement,
but it, like many other local civil ini-
tiatives in the region, was suppressed
by the Soviet authorities (Asian De-
velopment Bank, 2023).

As a result, after gaining indepen-
dence, the new states faced the need
not only to create political and legal
institutions but also to foster a cul-
ture of civic participation and ac-
countability practically from scratch.
The post-Soviet transformation was
accompanied by a lengthy period of
institutional adaptation, during which
the level of trust in state institutions,
citizens’ willingness to participate in
public life, and the sense of person-
al responsibility for social processes
evolved gradually and unevenly.

Turkmenistan was and remains one
such country. According to research-
ers, it initially chose a development
model aimed at maximum domes-
tic conservation under the slogan of
stability (Giffen et al., 2004), and the
republic continues this policy to this
day. Uzbekistan, under Islam Kari-
mov, initially chose a similar path;
however, after a generational change
in the country’s leadership, the re-
public began to demonstrate a great-
er willingness to engage with civil
society, although the trend remains
cautious (Freedom House, 2020). Kyr-

Tajikistan experienced a devastating civil war
in its first years of independence, and after
stabilization, power was consolidated around
President Rahmon, without undergoing pe-
riods of liberalization or civic engagement
(Abdurasulov, 2016). The development of civ-
ic engagement in Kazakhstan has been the
most complex. The country began with a rel-
atively high level of autonomy and dynamism
in society in the 1990s. However, in the 2000s,
a period of depoliticization and conservation
of the civic field began, a trend that intensi-
fied in the 2010s. A generational change in

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Kazakhstan's elites in 2019 brought a
brief period of increased political en-
gagement in the country (Freedom
House, 2024b). The extremely diverse
cases of civil society development in
Central Asian countries demonstrate
that, despite the difficult Soviet lega-
cy in terms of activism and freedoms,
each country in the region can rela-
tively quickly increase the level of civ-
ic awareness and activity among its
residents, given the corresponding
political will. The populations of the
republics demonstrate a desire to en-
gage and participate in the political
life of their countries when such op-
portunities arise.

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Another key factor influencing the develop-
ment of civic responsibility in Central Asian
countries is the persistently prominent role of
family and kinship ties as the primary insti-
tution of social organization. Given the his-
torically limited development of independent
public institutions, the family has traditionally
performed functions of social protection, eco-
nomic support, and decision-making, which
in other political systems are often distribut-
ed among various public and state structures.
This structure of social relations fosters the
strengthening of horizontal ties within the
family, immediate circle, community, and eth-
nic group, but can simultaneously limit the
development of a broader sense of civic re-
sponsibility and participation in public life, as
priority is often given to the interests of the
family rather than to society or the state. For
example, according to surveys conducted in
Central Asian countries in 2012-2014, 29% of
residents of Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan con-
firmed that they trust representatives of other
nationalities, while only 24% and 20% of resi-
dents of these countries trust representatives
of other religions (Harpfer and Kizilova, 2020).
This is also partially confirmed by the results
of surveys conducted as part of Chebotarev’s
(2025) analytical report on the development
of civic engagement in modern Kazakhstani

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society: up to 22.9% of respondents
who said they lacked an active life-
style cited family and household re-
sponsibilities as the main reason for
their civic inactivity. As a result, the
development of civic responsibility in
the region is occurring in a context
of competition between tradition-
al forms of social organization and
modern models of civic participation
characteristic of more institution-
alized political systems. One of the
most striking illustrations of this the-
sis is the study by Nezhina and Ibra-
yeva (2012), in which the researchers
conclude that traditional non-gov-
ernmental organizations (NGOs) in
Kazakhstan are proving ineffective.

In these circumstances, it becomes
especially important to consider the
local social and cultural context of
civic development, as universal mod-
els of civic participation developed in
different political and cultural con-
texts are not always effective when
mechanically transferred. Interna-
tional experience demonstrates that
the most sustainable forms of civ-
ic participation emerge when they
build on existing local practices of in-
teraction and trust. One of the most
relevant successful examples of de-
mocratization through the develop-
ment of civil society in Central Asia is
South Korea. In this republic, during
the struggle for democratization,
active civic engagement was largely
supported and disseminated within
religious communities, as the level
of religiosity among the population
was high at the time, and individual
churches were willing to assume the
role of not only spiritual but also civ-
ic leaders for residents, while more
traditional NGOs had little success in
the country at the time (Kim, 2020).
This example demonstrates that cit-
izenship develops most successfully
not because of abstract institution-
al reforms, but as a product of the
gradual formation of participatory
practices embedded in local social

Thus, the analysis demonstrates that the de-
velopment of civic engagement in Central
Asian countries is influenced by a complex set
of factors, including political legacy, institu-
tional constraints, and the prominent role of
traditional social structures. At the same time,
international and regional experience suggests
that these constraints are not insurmountable.
On the contrary, with political will, institutional
conditions, and mechanisms that account for
the local specifics of society, civic engagement
can gradually strengthen and become an im-
portant resource for state development. Civ-
